Major Business Models 

• Institutional 

 

• Organizational 

 

• Commercial 



Institutional Business Model 

• Universities committed to open access 

publishing 

• Long-term commitment 

• Grant funds partially or possibly pay 

completely 

• Long-term archiving for journals such as 

institutional repositories (example: Lobo 

Vault) 



Organizational Business Model 

• Professional or scholarly organizations 

• Oftentimes a difficult decision due to 

foregone advertising revenues (examples: 

American Medical Association or the 

Massachusetts Medical Society) 

• Embargoed or foreign access 

 



Commercial Business Model 

• Biomedical Communications (BMC) as 

the archetypal example 

• Author (or grant agency) pays to publish 

• Grants pay through “Communications 

Fees” line item in budget 

• Oftentimes rigorously peer reviewed due 

to competitive incentives
