Work for Upbuilding of
Local Sport

The matter of the local Base-
ball team and its management
was placed on a business founda-
tion on last Monday night, when
the Belen Baseball Association
was organized. The local aggre-
gation has been doing good work
and has given Belen a lot of good
advertising, and while the busi-
nessmen have lent both their
moral and financial support, it
was decided that this could be
more effectively done through
the organization.

More than ascore af fans met
at the Club rooms and after dis-
cussing the matter pro and con,
proceeded to perfect the organi-
zation. John Becker, Sr., was
selected as president, P. A. Speck-
mann vice president, A, H. Wet-
more, secretary and L, C. Beck-
er treasurer. The matter of dues
was discussed and finally fixed
at one dollar per month from May
1st to October 1st. The mem-
bers paying dues regularly ére to
be exempt from further taxes,
their badges admitting them to
the games, etc.

All the businessmen and all
the fans are invited and expected
to join the association and help
the game along, at the same time
helping the town. We do not
need look far to see sufficient
proof that a good live team ad-
vertises a town, for our team
has been doing this most effec-
tively the past few months.
With the right sort of backing,
this can be increased several
fold,

A COLUMN FOR THE KITCHEN *

To make the Tough End of
Porterhouse Edible.

The tough ends of porterhouse
steak cannot be eaten if broiled
or fried with the rest of the steak,
so it is much wiser to cut them
off and put them through a meat
chopper, then season and form
into flat cakes which may be
fried or broiled and served with
the steak.

Pressed Beef

Boil a nice beef shank in plenty
of water until the meat will fall
from the bones and the water is
reduced to one pint. Remove
bones and gristle and chop the
meat very fine. Salt and pepper
to taste, add the liquor, stir thor-
oughly, putin a mold and set
away to cool. Serve cut in slices.

American Plum Pudding

2 cups graham flour,

1 cup molasses,

1 cup sweet milk.

1 cup raisins.

1 teaspoon soda, dissolved in
milk.

Steam 3 hours, serve
whipped eream or sauce,

Prune Whip.

20 prunes, well cooked, pitted
and broken up; 2 eggs; 2 table-
spoons sugar; 1-2 teaspoon cream
of taratar. Whip whites of eggs
until very stiff, add sugar, then
cream of tartar, then prunes,
Bake in a covered dish placed in
a pan of water to avoid burning,

To make the sauce, bring toa
boil 1 cup milk and add, stirring
all the time, the egg yolks, mixed
smoothly with 2 tablespoons of
sugar, When slightly thickened
remove from fire and flavor.

Another Prune Whip.

Cook 1 pound of prunes, add-
ing 1 cup sugar, Cool, pit and
break up. Add 1-2 pint of whip-
ped cream, then the beaten
whites of 2 eggs to which 1-2
cup of sugar has been added.
Pile whipped cream on top.

This may be prepared from
cold stewed prunes and for those
who have plenty of whipping
cream is an easily prepared and
dainty desert.

Rice in French Style

Wash well a quarter pound of
rice and blanch in boiling water
for ten minutes and bo¥ it in a
saucepan with an ounce of butter,
three tablespoonfuls of sugar, a
pint of milk, two bitter almond
macaroons, a half ounce of orange
peel eut into shreds, a half tea-
spoonfull of orange flour water,
15 or 20 candied cherries cut in
halves, the same number of large
muscatel raisins, stoned, and a
guarter ounce of candied angelica
thinly sliced. When the rice is
done pour the mixture into a mold
When cold turn on a platter.
Serve it with a sauce flavored
with a gill of sherry or rum.
