North and South l;tkol;i, Missouri
and .Montana are now the principal
flaxseed producing states. In com-
parison with wheat, oats, and hur-
ley, llax ranks llrsl in average acre
value for I lie ar period from
1906 to lyto in North nnd South Da-

kota, Mincsuta and Wisconsin; sec-
ond in Nebraska; third in Iowa and
Kansas; and fourth in Montana.

I'las as grown commercially in the
United States may ho dixided into
three main groups: (I) Seed llax,
(2, short-fib- re flax, and (1 textile- -

i fiber tlax. The textile-lib- er flaxes
aro not grown for seed, although
tho seed i a when they
are grown for tlbre. The short-fib- er

strains usually are not, as
heavy yieldera of seed as the seed
laxes, bul they are earlier nnd gen-
erally more resistant to disease.
Priinosf. (Minn. No. 23! and North
Dakota llesistant No. ill, varieties
distributed by the Minnesota and
North Dakota Kxperiinent Stations,
respectively, belong to this group.

The seed llaxes, represented by
the Russian (N. Dak. No. 10.1) and
selections from it, North DcboU

os 52 and JJ, un 1 ilh r in-

troductions from Europe, are the
beat-yieldi- ng tlax varieties and the
best strains to grow in regions of
limited rainfall where llax liher is
of littlo value.

It is important to obtain a good
strain of llax, preferably from local
sources, and to maintain this va-
riety fron from weeds and disease.
When clean seed is sown on fields
free from weeds, profitable and dis
ease-fre- e fields of llax should result

Although tho bulk of tho flax crop
has been and is grown on breaking,
it must be considered more ami

I more as a crop to be grown in ro- -;

tatin with other crops. As a cash
i crop in rotations it 9hould follow
clean summerfallow or a clean cul- -

Itivated crop. Flax.may he used as
a nurse crop for clover, allulla, or
grasses.

; No matter what tte previous crop
has beenor how the land is prepar
ed, it is important that the s I lied
be well packed and in good tilth. As
flax is a poor weed fighter, it should
be sown on land that is free from
weed seed.

I lax is usuahysown with the or
dinary grain drill. The depth of
seeding depends largely on the
depth ut which moisture is present
as it is desirable to sow the seed in
moist soil. It should not he sown
deeper than I inch if there is .sulli-cie- nt

moisture for ils germination
at that depth.
'When not grown on breaking, llax

has usually been sown as a lato
catch crop in the Northwest. This
practice is so common that many
growers have come to believe that
llax should not bo sown until Juno
1 or later. Many who havo their
land preparedearlier delay seeding
until shout this tiino. Although
good yields often aro obtained from
late-so- llax, the farmer who fol
lows this practico runs tho risk of
losing his crop from damage by the
early frosta. Contrary to common
belief, tlax is no! easily injured by
frost when young. If a hard frost
comc9 when the plants are just
coming up some will bo injured; if
it occurs after they are up, no ma
terial damago will result

Flax sown the latter part of April
or the first week in May usually
gives the bestresults,though under
favorable conditions good yields are
obtained from flax seededas lato as
the find week, of Juno. The early
sown flax ripens during the period
of hottest summer weather, while
flax sown a Juneseldom comes in
to bloom until this period is nearly
over. Beedings made from May 15
to Juno t comes into full bloom
when .moisture conditions are very
uniavccablaand the hot winds dry
up the plants; hence the period of
bloom is usually short and the
yield is low.

done ns soon, as tho seedbed Is pre-
pared and beforo weed seed has
time lo germinate. If this is not
done, the weed seeds should bo al
lowed to germinólo and tho field
then disked before sowing. As it is
not desirable to sow flax in the Da-
kota nnd Montana during tho lat-
ter half of May, this disking should
be delayed until late in May so that
the tlax can be sown about June 1,
on freshly disked land. Flax, sown
os late as June 1, however, often
has to be cut in damp, cloudy weath-
er and while the straw is still green,
making the harvestingmoro difficult.
The llax cures slowly and autumn
ams or snow usually occur before

it can be thrashed. This often re
duces both the yield and quality of
the crop.

Where the annual rainfall is not
more than20 incites, flax neednot be
sown at a greater rale than 20
pounds lo tho aero. This should bo
reduced lo Ij pounds under drier
conditions. Where thn rainfall is
more than 20 inches, a slightly high- -
r yield may he obtained if 23

pounds are sown to tho acre. Tho
mowing of more than 25 pounds to
the acre on nonirrigaled land does
not pay.

An ordinary grain hinder can bo
used to best advantage on the small
farm in harvesting llax. Tho flax
may be bound and shocked or tho
binder attachment removed and a
buncher substituted. On largor
farms the header can sometimes be
used lo better adxiiidige. The heads
ni o eillier stacked (.r n buncherat-
tachment, is used nnd the heads
(hopped in larg in the

hi.
flux should he fo handled as to

keep it. as dry as possible until it
is M'.'a-he- The teed bolls should
he kept from the wet ground and,
if lacked, shonld be protected in
smoeway from fall rains.

If a good, pure strain of flax is
raised, too much care can not bo
taken in having tho thrashing ma-
chine thoroughly cleaned beforo this
seed is thrashed. Do not thrash tho
seed when too damp or try to clean
it too thoroughly in thrashing. Fail-
ure In thrash alt the seed from tho
bolls and the practice of blowing
out a portion of the seed with tho
dirt results in reduced yields.
