The consistory met today
and adopted a written
to the effect that the alleged
records submitted for examina-
tion by Dr. Cook failed to prove
his claim. ‘T'he report of the
committee, of which Prof, Strom-
gen was chairman, as  presented
to the consistory, states that Dr,
Cook's pupers are without any
vilue,

The announcement of Cook's
“discovery"” of the north pole was
first made on Sept. 1. Dr, Cook
landed Arest in Denmark and was
given a tremendous ovation by
the people of that country, being
received by the king and  enter-
tuined and banqueted by scien-
tific societies. He was garland-
ed with wreathes of roses at the
banguet table and presentel with
n medal vy the scientific society,

While he was still in Copen-
hagen, the aonouncement came
from Licul, Peary that he had
discovered the pole and at once
there arose the charge from
Peary thiat Cook had never been
there.

Peary has kept up the fight
with the result that the honors
are stripped from the doctor.

THE USEFUL APPLE POOR WITNESS FOR FRIEND

NUMBERLESS WAYS IN WHICH IT
MAY BE BERVED.

Most Popular of All the Fruits,
Lends Itself to Some of the
Most Savory Table
Delicacies,

Baked apples may Le varled In wev-
srnl delicious ways A little honoey
and butier can be burled In the hol
owsafter removing the cores, Chopped
sutmeats, mixed with thin sirips of
lemon and orange rind, may take the
place of the honey. The tops should
ba sprinkied with sugnr and nulmog
or elnnnmon,

Apple meringues are mersly glorh
fled baked apples. Fill the hollows
with quinee jJelly, cover with fOufty
meringus und brown slightly In the
oven.

Apples make ideal cups to hold In:
dividunl services of certaln

salad or minced apples, celory and
nutmeats, for one of minced peppers,
eelery and tomatoes or one of sliced

bananas and nutments dressod with
mayonnalse. Rosy apples with a
gloasy skin are the best for these
cups,

This unlque salnd may be sorved
eithor In npple or tomato cups, Use
equal gquantities of minced oelery, ap
ples and mild green poppers. Soason
wall with salt and pepper and add
enough minced onfon to suit the taste
Avold the use of too much onlon, ns

it comarsens the salnd. Dress this
with a nloely seasoned mayonnalse

A hasty or
der over the telephone will then bring
only pleked over materinla which
there is no time to cook, An appeal
to the head of the house to “bring
down a steak or other meat that will
cook gqulekly,” results In a belated
meal and often an expensive one.

A housewife should do her own
marketing and select her meats with
eare. The cheapor cuts of meat are
Just as putritious as the more expen |
nlve ones, and they can be made \rcry
palatable.

Every housekeeper should know tlu ]
anatomy of the ment producing anl
mals, the loeation of the different cuts
of meat and how to cook them,
whether she is compelled to look aft-
er thels preparation or not. This I
not hard to do, and reguires but lttle
time. Any butcher will be glad to as-
elst at a time when he Ils not buasy.
