the face of “Jimmy,"” a8 the mummy
has been named, and, after contact
with the hard, cold features, each went
away certain that Ross had something
new—while he may not have discov-
ered the secret which for centurles
was looked for in the pyramids, cer-
talnly something more than is known
to the average undertaker,

“I have received many offers for my
secret for my ‘Jimmy," but I guess we
old boys will stick together,” said
Roge, as he alfectionately stroked the
face of the man who was killed here
seven weeks ago. " ‘Jimmy' and 1 have
been working out a problem which
was solved in the time of the Pharaohs,
but the answer was mislaid. I think 1
have solved it. I belieye I have at
last found the secret of embalming
hodieg so that they will keep for many
vears. Anyway, I am so certain that
1 don't care to dispose of my secret
nor let ‘Jimmy' out of my sight, If 1
am right it will prove a blessing to
mankind. If I'm wrong there will be
nothing to say and no one will have
gotten the worst of it, save ‘Jimmy.'

“l have been working on this secret
in embalming for the past 22 vears,”
sald Mr. Ross, “but this is the first
time I have found things working
right. It is the first time I have had a
parfect subject to work on, and now
for seven weeks I have heen injecting
this new fluid into the corpse, and 1

.have obtained remarkable resulls,

First the face began to harden, and [t
fs now as hard as marble. Anyone
who doubts this can investigate, ag I
have nothing secret except my fluid,
which I make mysell, and which
secret will be kept in my family, The
bhody is in better shape than when it
was carried in here, limp and lifeless,
seven weeks agn. It has been looked

at by scores of physiclans, and they
are all of this opinion.”

Ross was one of the first under-
takers of the country to find that
chioride of zinc would not do well as
an Ingredient of embalming fluid, as
it had a tendency to make the bodies
copper colored. Some years since he
substituted another ingredient to use
with formaldehyde in embalming, and
met with such good results that he de-
cided to go further with a test which
he had figured out many years before.
It has been eight months since he
completed his test and was ready for
the human body in which {0 make his
great test, but he had dificulty in se-
curing one.

One of the Pittsburg hospitals of-
fered to allow him to use its labora-
tory, and would furnish a body if the
hospital were allowed to share in the
discovery, but this Ross refused to
consider, as he wanted the seeret for
his very own,

When the unknown man was killed
near his place, seven weeks ago, Ross
got the body, and found that there was
not a break on the almost perfect
corpge. There were no claimants, and
in & few weeks' time Hoss sent word
to the coroner of Washington  county
that he was about to make an impor-
tant scientific test and he wanted the

body for his very own. The coroner,
gave him the permission asked, and’

has himsell been an interested spec-
tator at many of the injections.

Rogs said that he would spend his
last cent nmow (o keep any relative
from c¢lalming the body, as he has put
his whole life's work into it. 1t would
he an easy thing for any relative to
identify the body, as the face is moat
lifellke.

London.—Mrs. Larkins, the wife of
the London steeplejack who repalred
the Nelgon column the other day, suc-
cessfully climbed the Allans smoke-
stack In Canal road, Mile End, which
is 170 feet high.

There was & high wind blowing at
the time, and Mrs, Larking, who was
seated in a steeplejack's seat (a piece
of board tied to the end of & rope) had
frequently to steady hersell by grasp-
ing the iron hoops encircling the
stack,

“I always thought I would like to go
up a steeple,” said Mrs. Larkins, “but
I had never made an ascent, though I
woulll dearly have loved to accompany
my husband avhen he repaired the Nel.
son column, It is not very often that
he gets work as near home as Allan's
smokestack, and so when my little
boy, Willie, came home from school
we went down to wateh the work.

“Then 1 was suddenly seized with
the old craving to climb, too. My hus
band put me into the steaplejack’s
seat, and up 1 went. Willle had gone
a few minutes before with his father,
but 60 feet was considered enough for
him.

‘At this helght my husband sug-
gested my returning to the grouund,
too, but by this time I was enthusias-
tic to mount higher. I suppose the
gensation is something similar to what
one would experience in a balloon.

CONGRESSMAN RESIGNS

Congressman Charles E. Littlefleld of
Meine, In a letter sent to Gov, Cobb the other
day, resigned as representative from the Second
Malne district. " He states that his resignation
is prompted by the desire to resume his law
practice, which has been interfered with by his
congressional duties, It is understood that he
will practice law in New York with his son.
The resignation is to be effective September 20.

Congressman Littlefield, who succeeded the
late Nelson Dingley in the house, 1s noted for
his independence and disregard of cut and dried
programs when they are at varlance with his
convictions. His advent In congress made the
cold shivers run down the backs of the old time
managers who had been accustomed to controll-
ing the powers of the house. Several times Mr.
Littlefield broke away from the dictum of the party caucus and with charae-
teristle vigorous tactics told the house he would not permit any man or set of
men Lo determine how he ghonld vote. ;

For these so-called breaches Mr. Littlefield was disciplined by the house
steam roller, otherwise the organization, being used to flatten him out, 8o to
speak, but each time he was run over he bobbed up serenely and just as in-
dependent as before. .

Mr, Littlefleld ran against the Republican program in the house when he
sald he would not consider politics in his consideration of the Brigham Rob-
erts case from Utah. He was defeated, but the fight gave him a reputation.

Mr. Littlefield again took issue with Republican leaders on the FPorto
Rico question. He took the stand that Porto Rico was domestie territory
and that there could be no tariff fmposed on commerce between the United
States and the Island, backing up his views with a vigorous speech.

He was
born in Cape Haitlen, August 2, 1820, his father
beélng Baron Nord Alexis, the right-hand man of
Henry Christopher; who afterwards proclaimed
himsel! king of Haltl, but who finally was ex-
fled. The mother of Nord Alexis was Muyry
Louige, the daughter of Dessalines, the liberator
of Haitl from French rule. Nord Alexis was ed-
ucated In a French Roman Catholic school in
Cape Haitlen, and at the age of 18 entered fhe

Haltien army with the rank of lieutenant. During the administrations of the
14 presidents who had governed Haiti since the overthrow of President Boy-
er, Gen. Alexis, with the exception of two short intervals, held the position
of commander-in-chlef of the army.

Since the little republic threw off French rule it has steadily retrograded
until, although it has greater natural resources in proportion to its slze than

any country in the world, the white population has dwindled down to about
600 persons and the one presperous industry of the country outside of revo-
lutions is grafting. Afier s successful uprising the revolutionists grab for
custom houses and other fat offices and proceed to rob the country to the
limit, knowing that it is merely a matter of a few years befors another revo-

WAGING WAR UPON PAIN,

Some New Light on Anaesthetics in
Their Action on Body,

There is an advantage in making an
Incursion into the fairyland of sclence
which Is not possessed by those who
travel into realms of imagination. In
the latter, many wonderful evenls are
reported to have {uken place, In the
former, still more wonderful things
actually happen; and few of the se.
crets that are being gradually un-
raveled as to the processes occurring
in our own bodies are more curlous
and interesting than those comprised
under the heading of anacthesla.

Anaesthesin, if we were to keep strict-
ly tothe meaning of the term, should be
“absence of feeling:" but the idea usu-
ally added is not that there is no feel-
Ing, but that there is an absence of
the feeling of pain which would occur
under ordinary clreumstances, In
other words, the path along which the

pain would travel has been broken
across at some point.

Comparing the body. .with the tele
phone, the place where the pain s
caused is like the mouthpiece A, the
connecting nerve like the wire B, and
the brain cell the pain arrives at the
receiver ¢, to which the person places
his ear. Just as a telephone message
could not be heard if either A, B, or C
were out of gear, so the sensation of
pain can be interrupted by an anaes-
thetie at A, where it {5 caused; at B,
where it Is transmitted; or at C,
where it is felt; and so we can make

the practical subdivision into “local
anaesthesia" when the break is A or
B, and “general anaesthesia” when the
interruption is at C.

In the first place, we find that an-
pesthetics as a class do not act on the
whole body equally: some pdrts are
moare readily affected than others, The
first to be anaesthetized are the cells
in the brain which are direcily con-
nected with sensatlon and voluntary
movement. Next come the cells inthe
spinal eord and elsewhere which
govern “reflex” movements, of which
the ecorneal reflex already referred to
may be taken as an example. Inchloro-
form anaesthesia, as has been ex-
plained, some of these reflexea are

| usunlly abolished—namely, thoge from

the limbs—some usually retained, such
as the “corneal reflex.”

Next come the cells {n the medulla, |
that part of the brain which joins on
to the spinal cord. These cells
govern the automatic acts of breath-
ing and regulate the action of the
lieart; and, as might be supposed, no
oné gives chloroform until these are
uffected—that is if he can help it; for
when this occurs the breathing stops,
and if nothing were done life would
very shortly become extinet,

Last of all, the other organs of the
body—heart, kidneys, etc.—are at-
tacked, but usoally the respiration
falls before any symptoms arise from
this cause—fortunately so, as il the
heart Is not beating other organs mat-
ter little,

In the diagram an f{llustration f{s
given of the order of anaesthesia, It
runs; 1, brain cells; 2, spinal cord
and other reflexes; 8 medulla
(respiration) ; 4, heart itself.

The surface to be painted ghould be
dry and scraped and sandpapered
hard and smooth. Pure white lead
should be mixed with pure lingeed oll,
fresh for the job, and should be well
brushed out, not flowed on thick.
When painting is done in this manner
with National Lead Company's pure
white lead (trade marked with “The
Dutch Boy Painter”) there is every
chance that the job will be satisfac-
tory.
