The Board met in Regular ses-
sion on July 3, 1916. There were
present: Hon. Eugene Kempe-
nich, Chairman, Perfecto Gabal-
don and Fermin Marquez, mem-
bers of the Board; J. M, Luna,
Clerk, snd Ruperto Jaramillo,
Sheriif.

the same. This offer was accep-
ted and Mr. A. E.St. Morris was
instructed to have a map prepar-
ed under his direction and file it
with the Clerk.

An offer by various residents
along the proposed road to fur-
nigh labor in its construction was
accepted and tie saie was re-
ferred to the Read Board.

Upon request of the Superin-
tendent of Schools an appropria-
tion of $50.00 was made to be ax-
pended under his direction for
the purpose of having half-tones
made of the different school edi-
fices of the County of Valencia,’

Hon. Saturnino Baca, Superin-

IN PREPAREDNESS THE AD-
MINISTRATION HAS FOL-
LOWED, NOT LED.

In the demand for reasonable
preparedness the Administra-
tien has fellowed, notled. Those
who demanded more adaguate
forces were first described as
“pervous  and exelted” Ouly
about a year and a half ago we
were told that the gquestion of
preparedness wis nol a press-
ing one; that the country had
been mizinformed. Later, under
the pressure of other leader
"ship, this sttitiue ‘was chenged/
The Administration, ®& was
said, had *"learned something,™
and it made a belated demand
for an Incressed army. [Even
then, the demand was not proso
cuted consistently and the pres
sure exerted on Congress with
respoet to other Administrative
measures was notably absant.

We ara told that the defects ‘
revealed by the present mobill
zation are due to the “system.”
But it was precisely sucl plain
defeots that under the constant
warnings of recent years, with
the whole world intent on miii
tary concerns, shonld have been
studled and rectified, The Ad-
mini{stration has falled to dis
charge its responsibilities. Ap-
parently, It I8 now seeking to
meel political exigencies by Itz
naval program. But it haz im.
poged wpon the country an in
competsnt naval administration.
