IS NOW AT HOME

Lieut. Henry Lutz who has
Seen Hell on Battlefield of
France Shakes Hands with
Home Folks and Friends.

Last Sunday, Lisut. Henry
Lutz arrived from New York nf-t- cr

having been released from the
hospital at that place on the rec
ommendation of the Medical
Corps that he was in a fit condi-
tion to stand the trip across the
country to meet his relatives und
friends.

He returned withoutannouncC'
incnt, for this is his usual cus
torn of action, howovor.ns lie is
very much opposed to the "Fuss
and Feathers," or Hero Comes
the King" practice, so without
even n word of announcement,
ho tojk Ills family und friends
completely by surprise. Like-
wise docs he avoid making men
tion of his previous experiences,
except it be in answer to the
many questions - that naturally
would be put to an officer who
Has undergone tho suffering nnd
privation that only those who
have had tho experience can re
late, and it was with the utmost
difficulty that tho Outlook man re
coived from him a few of the
many incidents connected with
what developed during his career
overseas.

Lieut Lutz embarked with tho
0th Cavalry. Troop D, but short
ly after arriving was assigned
to tho 127th Infantry, Wisconsin
National Guards, with which ho
remained

.

until the war ended,
1. P f f iuiiu uui oi ou oiucers in mo reg-

iment 10 were selected to go to
the front, Lieut. Lutz being one
of the 10 chosen as an act of honor.
At Clergcs, France, north of
Chatcuu Thierry, the scconci
battle of the Mnrno was fought,
anu it was in this engngoment
that ho was wounded. This
battlo lasted three days and at
no time was there any trench
lighting, but all of the contest
was in the opon. This
will furnish food for reflection
on tho part of us who lmvo re

t. litmamcu at nomo as to now we
would have felt and acted, should
wo have been placed in his posl
tion.

His first wounds were in tho
legs and though severe as they
were he continued to advance
with his command until his right
hand was shattered by a bursting
shell. Tho loss of so much blood
and the suffering attending it
so weakened his condition that
ho fell, and with great difficulty
crawled to a "shell hole" near
by, wlure he lay for five hours
before tho stretcher bedrers
found him in an unconscious
condition. Ho was removed to
the hospital where he remained
for three months, most of which
time, he was in a helpless con- -

tot

In Memorinm

Concerning tho late Napoleon
Taylor, much remains to bo said,
as he was poascitcd of remarkable
talent notwithstanding the fact
that ho was for tho greater part
of his life deprived of the bless- -

ng of perfect eyesight. Ho wns
born in tho town of White Oaks,
at which place ho lived with the
family until about two years ago,
when thov moved to Carrizozo.

Not being able to progress as
io should in tho graded schools

which was entirely dúo tn his in-

ability to seo properly, his father
our present County Commission
er, Mr. Robert Taylor, placed
him in nn institute for the blind
at Alamogordo, but it was not
long before he was advised by
tho faculty that the close con-

finement and the studies attend-
ing it was too much of a strain
on his weakened eyes, and
rnccommended that he be out of
doors as much as possible, with
tho hope that the air and sun
shine would ultimately strength-
en his Bight.

Tills plan being adopted,
Napoleon spent much of his
time in the open air, which was
helpful to iiim, as it removed the
monotony of tiresome routine of
tho school room, and gave him
the liberty he so much deserved,
while at tho sume time giving
his eyes needed rest. Ho was
although not a member of the
church, a regular attendant at
the Sabbath services, His vocal
ability as well as his ability to
memorize the different religious
selections was remarkable, for
where he lacked in not being
able to discern tho lines, he was
supplied wun tne messing ot a
perfect memory, joining heart-
ily in all the singing and in the
services in general.

Tho members of the Taylor
fnmily afflicted during the
recon t visitation of tho iulluonza,
and of which Napoleon was the
victim, have all recovered suff-
icient to be about thoir daily
dutios.

They snld a couple
of shells hod dropped about a hun-

dred yards from tho bnrn Just beforo
wo come, so wo know tho batteries
wcro trying to get our rnngo and wo
did not stay nny longer, but went
away from thero und on our rond.

About COO ynrds farther on wo como
to ruins, nnd when wo went Insldo
wo found 50 or 00 of our boys cooking
nnd sleeping nnd not giving n thought
to tho shells or shrapnel. Tho mules
outsldo wero bunging nwny nt tho liny,
as though there never had been a war
In tho world. Thero was no shell mudo
that could budgo them away from
thnt hay unless It hit them,

Then along enmo a cart making n
lot of racket Ono of tho fellows In It
hnd half of his faco shot nway and
was nil bandaged up, but ho was try'
Ing to sing nnd lnugh Just tho snmo
ns tho rost wero doing. Thoy wcro
Anzncs, and wero pretty bndly shot up.

Tho word "Anznc," as you probably
know, Is mndo from tho Initials of tho
Australian and Now Zealand army
corps. They had a regular town, cnlled
Anznc, on tho peninsula. At Suvla
bay and around Qaba Tcpo tho Anzacs
got further Into tho Turkish lines than
any other unit In tho tilllcd armies.
They wcro wonderful lighters,

Ily this timo the Turks were making
nn nttnek, and alt you could seo to
tho front was ono long lino of smoko
and spouting earth.

Grazing Permit PIats
In order to make plans for the

granting of five year grazing
per'.nits on tho Nntional Forests
of New Mexico nnd Arizona. As
sistant District Foresters Chap
man nnd lierr have relumed to
Albuquerque after consulting all
tho I'orcst Supervisors of tho two
States. The meetings woro held
.t Phoenix, Willinms and. llol-broo-

Arizona; Santa Fo and
Socorro, New Mexico;- - and El
Paso, Texas.

Tho authority for granting
five yenr permits on tho National
Forests is bused upon a recent
amendment made in tho grazing
regulations by tho Secretary of
Agriculture. It is planned to is-

John N. Stearns, New York, and Dan-le- i

Wllklns, Hloomlngton, III. Tho con-

vention called by this committee- or-

ganized tho party on September 1,

adopted n platform and appointed n
national committee of which John llus-
scll was chnlrmnn.

First National Ticket
Nearly three yenrs later, on Wash-

ington's birthday, 1872, tho new party
met In convention In Columbus, (.)., to
place a natlonnl ticket In tliu Held.
Jnmes Illnck was nominated for presi-
dent and John Itussell for vice presi-
dent. Mr. Illnck was n prominent Good
Templnr nnd nlso was ono of tho
founders of the National Tcmperntico
Society nnd Publication bouse nnd of
tlio Camp Meeting association ut
Ocenn drove, .V. .7. Mr. llusscll, nlso
u leader of the Hood Templars and n

Methodist minister, was known ns the
father (if the Prohibition party, for he
published it newspaper, tho Peninsular
Ilernld, which led t lie way In advocat-
ing tho organization of the party for
political action.

With nil their devotion tn the cnuse,
tho Prohibition lenders Iind no hope of
success In the election ot 1871!, nnd
they were not disappointed. Their
ticket received only n,(X)7 votes, This
did not discourage them, nnd four
years later they put Oreen Clay Smith
of Kentucky and flldeon T. Stewart
on the ticket. These gentlemen re-

ceived 11,7:17 votes. General NhiI How
of Maine, who had gained fame ns the
author of the Maine Prohibition law,
wits thn next presidential eundlilntc,
In 1SS0. with II. A. Thompson In sec-
ond plaee on the ticket, They polled
only l(l,:t(lil votes.

St. John's Hot Campaign.
When the pluns were being laid for

the cumiwlgn or IW, Frunces I!. Wll-

lnrd and her fellow workers nf tho W.
( T. U. entered the Held. They sent
to the llupublleNti convention a great
petition nuking thnt onnldnmllon tie
given the pious of the temperance ad-

vocates, but It mis Ignored anil even
thrown Into the dirt on the Hour, and
Miss Wlllnrd promptly turned to the
Prohibition party. Her help wns wel-
comed and John P. St. John of Kau-
nas wits put ut the bond of the cold
water ticket, Atromly ho wns u notii-bl- e

Huiro, for he luid fought In the
Chit war ns lieutenant colonel of the
MIkl regiment of Illinois volunteers
ami Inter served two terms as gover-
nor of Kansas. He was n Itepubllcun,
but his party thought htm too worm a
friend of the priihlhltloulstB nnd he
was defeated for lo 18S2.
Accepting the Prohibition nomination,
he went Into the rnmpfitgu with nil
his vigor and delivered stirring
speeches all over the country, espe-
cially paying intention to New York
elate, where mo light between James
U. Illalno and Urnvcr Cleveland had
made things very warm. St. John was
out to heat the ltcpubllcuns, und he
succeeded, for the Prohibition vote
wns large enough to let Cleveland win
New York state nnd, In consequence,
the nation. The Prohibitionists polled
tho surprisingly large vote of lno.fl'JU,
Thnt the Ilcpubllcuus credited them
with giving victory to tho Democrats
wns proved by the fact that In moro
than a hundred cities St. John was
burned III elllgy.

The Prohibition convention of lfitm
split the party over woman sufTrngo
and money.

Women Prominent In the Fight.
For many years tho women hnvo

been prominent In tho prohibition
movement, for tho evils of Intemper-
ance bore heavily on their sex. To
them must bo given n very Inrgo share
In tho credit for the success of the
fight. They started It publicly on n
largo scale In 1873 In Ohio with n cru-

sade to pray the saloons out of exist-
ence.

This movement, Inaugurated by n lit-

tle band of women who held prayer
meetings In saloons when permitted
nnd on tho pavements outside when
not nllowed to enter, sp: lllto wild-tir- o

throughout the nation und was
denominated by tho press n "whirlwind
from tho Lord." Jinny saloons wero
swept nut of existence, but It soon be-
came evident thnt prayer must bo ac-
companied by action If they would pre-
vent tho return or tho of
tho saloons onco closed.

Tho call for organization was Issued
from Chnutnuqun, N. Y In August,
1871. Tho convention was held In
Cleveland, O., November 18-2- 1871,
and at thnt meeting there wns organ-
ized tho National Woman's Christian
Tcmperniico Union. Delegates were
present from 17 stntes.

The plan of work was presented by
Frances K. Wlllnrd nnd most of tho
thoughts embodied In the plan wero
Inter worked out In tho W. C. T. U.
At this convention Miss Wlllnrd

also the famous resolution: "Re-
solved, Tlmt recognising tho fact thnt
our cnuse Is, nnd will be, combated by
mighty, determined nnd relentless
forces, wo will, trusting In him who
Is tho Prince of Pence, meet argument
with argument, mlsjudgmeiit with pa-

tience, denunciation with kindness, und
nil our dllllcultles nnd dangers with
prnyer."

Pursued Many Roads to Its Qonl.
From Its very earliest years tho W.

O. T. U. sought out n variety of uvo-nue- s

through which tho children of the
nation .night be ed lien led In the prin-
ciples of tot al nbsiliieuco and tho adult
won for tho ubsolulo prohibition of
Hut liquor traille. Out or the Juvenile
wink grew the Loynl Tenipenilice Le-
gion for the children, anil the Young
Peoples' brunch for tho young men and
woman. Later tho children wero en-

rolled ns "Young Campaigners for
Prohibition."

Over forty departments were organ-
ized, und carried on to sumo degree '.it
overy stiito und territory, nnd In from
ten to twenty thousand local unions.
Among these were: Temporáneo work
In Sunday schools, which, with scien-
tific tomperiinro Instruction In public
schools, brought practically nil the
children tn the nation In touch with
temporáneo truth; medical temper-unce- s

mothers' meetings Mower nils-sli-

nnd relief; equal surfriigo; moral
education mid race betterment ; oratori-
cal nnd declamatory medal contests;
Christian citizenship, and child wel-
fare.

For World Prohibition.
Tho World's Woman's Christian

Temperance union was founded In 18S3
by Miss Wlllnrd. It Is organized In
10 nations, with a total membership
of over half u million.

In last Miss Wlllnrd sent out from
her home oltlco In Kvntistnn, III,, ad-

dressed to each government of tlio
world, an appeal for total abstinence,
purity ot life, and ugiilnst tho man-
ufacture nnd sale or opium, with this
call for world prohibition: "We come
to you with tho united voices of repre-
sentativo women of every land, be-
seeching you to raise tho standard of
the law to hat of Christian morals,
to strip away the safeguards and sanc-
tions of the state from tho drink traille,
nnd tn protect our homes by the total
prohibition of this curse of civilization
throughout pit the territory over which
your government extends,"

This "polyglot" petition, ns It has
been termed, Is historically significant,
for It wns the llrst world-wid- procla-
mation uguliitt tliu legalized liquor
traille

MANY GAIN FAME

I
Activities of Various Kinds Win

Wide Attention.

FRANCES E. WILLARD LEADER

Known All Over World as Head of
W. C. T. U, Pleturetque Career

of Carrie Nation la
Recalled.

Tho (Innl adoption of natlon-wld- a

prohibition calls to memory n number
nf men nnd women who have nchlnved
not only national hut world-wid- e fama
through their connection with tho pro-

hibition, or, ns It uncu was known, the
tcniperiinco movement.

Neul Dow wns born In Portland,
Me., of Quaker parentage. Ho was
twice mayor of 1'ortlnnd nnd a mem
her of tho statu legislature. He en-

tered tho Civil war ns colonel ot the
Thirteenth Maine volunteers. Ho win
wounded und was a prisoner In Llbby
prison nnd was mudo n brlgndler gen-

eral for gntlnnt service. Yet the coun-
try knows Nenl Dow simply ns "Fa-
ther of tho Maine Lnw" and ns n tem-
perance reformer. Malno passed tin
law of which ho wns tho nuthor In
1831 and wns tho first stato to estab-
lish prohibition. General Dow trav-
eled widely In foreign countries work-
ing for temperance, und on his nine-
tieth birthday memorlnl meeting
were held In many parts of the world,
Ho died In 1807.

John II. (lough, who wns tho first
temperance ndvocoto to attract more
than local fame, was a native of Hug-lan-

where ho wns born In 1817, but
ho came to tho United States when he
wns twelve years old. Ho learned thu
bookbinding trade, but early became
addicted to liquor and could not hold
a position, I In made such n living as
ho could by singing In saloons. Later
he mndo u now start and married, but
when ho lost his wife und child he
again took to drink and snnli to now
depths.

The turning-poin- t In his life came
when ho wns Induced by n Massachu-
setts Quaker to sign u total abstinence
pledge. He beciimo a temperance lec-
turer, and ufter making many tours
In the United States ho visited F.ng-hin-

where ho conducted two cam-
paigns. His fame spread throughout
tho Imgllsh-spenltln- g nations and his
books hnvo been translated Into many
other languages.

Frances Wlllard's Fame World-Wid-

Frances IJ. Wlllard's fume Is world-
wide. She was born In Churchvllle,
N. Y., In 1830.

In 1874 the National Woman's Chris-
tian Temperanco Union was formed ut
Cleveland, 0 and Frances Wlllnrd
found her life work. She served fot
live yenrs us corresponding secretary
and then became president. In l&'IS
she founded thu World's W. C. T. U
which grew to hnvo branches In Ml

countries, anil In 18S8 sho became It
president. Sho wroto innny temper-
nuce pamphlets nnd was tho author ol
four books. In the minds ot women
nnd or mnst men the world over '

Frances Wlllnrd and W. O. T. U. lire
synonymous.

Currlo Nation broke Into tho lime-
light In the fall of 1IKK) und mudo her
name a household word In newspaper
olllees and most American homes. She
was Mrs. David Nation of Medicine
Lodge, Kan., ami u member lu good
nnd regular standing or tho W. C. T.
U. It Is snld that her first husband
died or ilMlrliim tremens. Anyway,
Carrie Nation bad another and more
apparent Incentivo to use her hatchet
on saloon furniture, And wield that
hatchet sho did ; Its faino temporarily
eclipsed that of tho Father of Ills
Country.

Carrie Nation's Little Hatchet.
Kansas was legally n prohibition

state. As u mutter of fact prohibition
was but a name and tho saloons of the
slate wero wide open. The general
plnn was to line a saloon $20 n month
for breaking thu law; that solved the
license dllllculty. In short, prohibition
in Kansas had broken down complete-
ly In the ten yenrs It hnd been iioml
tiully In force and tho state authori-
ties had nut the courage either to
modify tho law or enforce It. Carrie
Nation look the situation Into her own
hands.

Carrie Nation first visited Kiowa
and brolin up two saloons with her llt-

tlo hatchet. Then shewent to Wichi-
ta und broke up two mo, e. Shu was
put In Jull, kept there for several tin
nnd then released. Sho broke up nu-

mber saloon and was not even arrest-
ed. She went to Topeku nnd made tin
appeal to Governor Stanley. Ho told
her ho did not approve ot her methods.
Sho also addressed both houses of the
stato legislature. She visited Chlcngo
nnd other cities, between limes eontlti
ulng the work of suiushlug saloon tlx
tures,
