All other questiznas are cast luwo the
shade by the anathemas of the
modistes.

Into a colander break up aboul one
quart bread crumbs, using bread that
I8 n day or mora old. Hold colnnder
under fauncet, let water run on
criumbs just long enough to wet each
lHttle plece, Now shake water from
colander, hang It up or pluce In an-
other convenlent dish to drip almost
dry. Turn crumbs Into mixing bowl
and with large mixing spoon break
efich plece as amall as possible.

The expected happened--the

democrats swept Arizona in
Tuesday’s battle of the ballots,

winning every candidate on the | 5

state ticket, electing over three-
fourths of the legislature, and,
in addition, the advisory vote
on United States senators gives
that party two representatives
in the upper house of congress,
The majorities range from
1,000 to 3,500, out of a' total
vote of 26,000. The demo-
crats secured a majority in ten
of the thirteen counties. The
amendment to the constitution,
eliminating the recall, as a con-
dition precedent to admission,
was adopted by an overwhelm-

ing vote.
The victory was not only

democratic, but it was progres-
sive, a large number of repub-
licans supporting the - demo-
cratic candidates. The demo-
cratic platform and its candi-
dates stood for progressive
ideas, while the republicans
were on the conservative order.
The result was that, eliminat-
ing all personal equations, the
progressive republicans in Ar-
izona, like those in New Mex-
ico, and throughout the coun-
try, voted their sentiments.
Canvass to be Completed Soon.
The canvass of the election,
held on the 7th of November,
has been slow and, in a meas-
ure, unproductive of informa-
tion. There never was any
doubt about the election of the
governor and some of the oth-

er state officials, but the candi-
dates for the supreme court

are so nenr together that that
contest has absorbed all atten-
tion. Fifteen counties had

NOT OF THE BEST.

Women Not Given Proper Chance to
Do Good Work—Conditlons Such
That Whelesome, Nutritious
Meals Are Imposaible.

We belleve that more dyspepties
are every year produced on the [arm
—aounting equal nugbers—than In
the cities, and this belief Is based on
many years of observation and con-
slderable actun! experience,

to be true, ns the farm cook has n
grent advantage over her slster In
the city in the matter of raw mate-
riale—frults, vegetables, butter, milk
and poullry, belng always at hand In
abundance and fresh and wholesome
In econdition.

with nothing more than the barest
necessities and she lg deprived of
such alds as hot and cold water, quick
fuel and an abundance of coolung
utensils and tableware,

She {8 not only the cook but the
malnspring of the whole family 8he
Is doctor, nurse, counselor and [riend;
beslde the cares of maternity she of-
ten milks the cows, makes the but-
ter, hoes the garden and makes new
clothing for her husband and children,
mends the old, sweeps and dusts,
gathers bher own vegetables and [frult
and prepares them flor cooking.

She Is expected to make no ex-
cuses when the meals for the family,

B8ITION AND SERVICE,

Mixture Now Frequently Is Eaten at
the Beginning of Dinner—Pine.
apple One of the Best for
the Digestion.

They are serving salads with a dir-
ference. A wsnlnd nowndays Is very
frequently enten at the begluning of
dinner and voted a digestive second
to nonae,

Of all frults pineapple 18 of the
greatest value to the dyspeptic and
contains the most delicate acld. The
following recipe for a plneapple salad
will be found an excellent one, and It
is, moreover, s very pretty dish to
serve at the boginning of luncheon or
dinner:

Plneapple in Lettuce Nests—Cut a
pineapple into small pleces. Add one
cupful of fnely chopped celery, one
cupful of walnut meats and one cup:
ful of orange pulp. Shred one head
of lettuce very finely and form into
nests on individual pintes.

Mix one cupful of mayonnalse and
stir it Hghtly with the plneapple, ete.;
add more mayonnalise {f the frult ia
not sufciently molst, and heap Into
the little lettuee nests; Decorate with
chopped walnuts.

Balade a La Versailles—RBoll six
artichokes, separate the “fonds” from
the Ieaves and cut Into small pleces,
Put In a saland bowl with an equal
quantity of asparagus points that have
been cooked In galted water. Take a
handful of gnlted almonds, chop them
fine, pound them with the julce of two
lemons and half a pint of cream, salt
and pepper, and ppur over the salad.
