FULL PARTICULARS OF EXPlOSION.

On ths night of ths lUth. at I o'clock,
Ohm. arocsy and John Calenttn.

known and prominent attorney ot this
city, died at hla residence, ooraer of
Caewki Kvsttu and Pourteenth street.
this morning a' 10:M c'cloek, after a
llngarlng Illness of several months. Dr.

B. Nnaterday waa hla physician.
Judge Warren cam to this oily from

Banta !V, where be waa tor aaveral
years a member of the law firm of
Plake & Warren, about fifteen years
ago, and soon thereafter formed
partnership In the practice of taw with
II. II. Peixuason. Later, M. A. Hrun.r
whs added to Hie firm, and when Mr
lrruner moved away from the city.
It. ulliette's name waa substitute.! as
a member ot tile Arm. After practlc
Ing law for several years under the
firm name of Warren. Pergueaon A till-lett-

the firm waa dissolved by mutual
consent, and In January, its, hs took
as his partner M. V. Chaves.

The deceased attended tha .Naval
acaaemy at Anna noils and Brown tint- -
reraty, 1'rovldence, Bred Island; was
s cadet midshipman, but roalgnod al
rae cioee oi tne seoona year in order to
turn hbj attention tn the study of law
and entered hla fathsr's ntw olfloa, Iua
tether at that time being a member of
me linn of Warren A Bfcinaer. The de
'eased practiced law in several cities
and town of Missouri, until tka out.
break of tbe civil war. when ka re
turned to QiUncy, III. There he served
as cHy attorney and also as a member
of the Illinois state legislature. While
at Qieincy hs received the appointment
of chief justice of the supreme court
of Montana, when that state waa a ter-
ritory, from I"resident Johnson, and
served four years. i! then returned to
Qulney, remained there a few years
and thsn cam weat en route stopping
a tow years at Bt. I .out and thence to
Leadvllle, Col., and from the laitur city
he cwme south to New Mcaico.
