Yom Kippur, the most solemn day ot
1h year In orthodox and liberal Ju
daism alike, eome on Wednesday, ami
begins with tho setting of the auu this
evening. It wilt observed at atl tho
synagogue throughout the country.
am with special solemnity at the Tem
ple Albert on West Gold avenue. The
Rabbi, Dr. Jacobs, will hold services At
7 o'cloek this evening, when ha will
prt-ao- a sermon on the significance ot
th day. After tho chanting of tho first
oliant of the cantor. On Wednesday
the service will continue all day. Th
following account ot tho history of the
day ot aoncmeiil will be read with In
terest:

Tho Jew observes on the tenth day of
Tlshrl, the seventh month, tn accord
anco with tho Mcptembor of the lunar
calendar, a holy day. by designation
Yom Ulppur, Day of Atoncme.it. on
whleh he Is bidden to abstain from nil
worldly Intercourse and repair to his
house ot worship, there to commune
with his Heavenly Father through the
meOJum ot puyer and solemn medita
tion. Tho observance of It Is ordained
in tho Pentateuch with greater exact
ness and minute explleltness; not like
the New Year, whleh has In actuality
only been adopted aa suoh from the
tlmo ot Israel's return to Palestlno un
der Hira, when Cyrus gave them per
mission to leave Babylonia, and even
furnished them with tha necessary
means to rebuild the temple In Jemsa.
lorn, m 11. C.

Some controversy has been raised to
dlspirte tha antiquity of the Day of
Atonement, but In spite ot the efforts
made In that direction crltlc'sm can
not disprove the faet that Its observ
ance Is of Mosaic origin, for tt Is en
Joined In four different places In the
Pentateuch, vis: Leo, xxxlil, 27--

xvi, 29-3- xxv. 9. and Numbers xxlx.
7-- 8. In two of these passage the ob
sorvanee ot the day is enjoined upon
Israel explicitly nut In con'neatlon
with any of the other festivals they
were to observe; hence It were too
Jubilant to lake cognisance ot the Day
of Atonement.

The day Is to be observed aguln by
the Jews throughout the world on
Wednesday, the 3d Inst., beginning,
however, like all other Jewish festivals,
with the preceding evening, nnd
Tho Cttlsen's Informant Is there-
fore promp.ed to sketch down Its
mode of observance in aeeerdanco with
the laws prescribed in the Pentateuch
and elaborated In the Talmud. First
th term by whleh it Is designated
"Yom Haktppuilni." Day of Atone
nicnt. or more properly translated. Day
of Conciliation. Sabbath Sabbathon,
Sabbath of Sabbaths, are tho Blblleal
teims designating It, whtlo In the Tal
mud It Is only known aa "Yoma,"
long day, from which the Germans ad- -

dt ced the designation of "Langer Tag.1
According to tho Injunctions of the
Pvntatcuehat laws the day la to be ob
served In the strictest sense as a purl
tcrlc Sabbath, and nlno by abstention
from food and drink for twenty-fou- r
hours, except in cases of sickness, and
n already observed, devote tho whole
time to prayer and meditations, In
other words, to make counclllatlon
with his God by means of professing
the sins and resolvo to Abandon tha
evil and pursue the good

Tho observance of this day during
tho time when the temple stood, and
tha priests conducted the sacrificial
cult for tho while congregation, wna
distinguished by great ostentation and
pomp. The high priest in hts function
as the representative ot the whole con
gregatlon was the center of attraction
Hvery act of his was watched with un-

abated breath, and aa ho proceeded
from aot to the other, the Interest
Increased. Rut aside of the soortrkilal
rites that wer carried out. the whole
congregation of Israel totally abstain
ed from all manner of food ana drink.
Th manner of theso rites are minutely
described In the Talmud tractate
"Ycma," in whleh the whole mode ot
the day'a observance I given and any-

one capable of reading tha same can
readily gain the Information.

Tho preset obsorvanco of this day
la more in accordance with the spirit,
tial Idea it conveys. Tho liturgy ot
the orthodox synagogue leads tho ob-

servant Into tho solemnity by causing
him first to realise that in the presence
of the Almighty lis must not speak In-

differently but that he must lie fully
conselous ot evory word he utters, and
therefore the ten penitential daya pro-ce-
