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further, Such interns could, he stated, design instructional
packages in which content areas could be developed for a
unit.6 This proposal emphasizes the systems approach, With
the present facilities and recommended additions, such
activity for practicum people would be a valuable element of
the program,

Since the Southwest is a major multi-lingual region
of the nation, the development of language skills is of
particular importance in New Mexico schools, The facilities
of the University language laboratory, operated by the
Department of Modern and Classical Languages, will be made
available to program participants by the establishment of
remote positions in the Learning Materials Center, Here,
participants will have the opportunity to help students from
minority cultures to improve their mastery of English and
native English-speaking students to learn a second language,
The media program students will thus learn how best to
develop lenguage skills and how to incorporate language

facilities in Southwestern schools.

Required courses. For the majority of participants,

the required graduate courses will be the initial starting
point., Required courses will be the same for all students
regardless of the number of prerequisites taken., Twenty-

seven hours will be earned in the following required courses:
