RBPORT AOAINST PRANCHISB.

The Granting of dleetrle Street Rail-
way Franhlsi Disapproved.

To the Honorable City Council, City
of Albuquerque.
The treei eommlttee. to whlek waa

referred the oroposcd oidlnanee grant-
ing a franchise for an electric street
railway to IJdward 8. Ulwasoii and
Fletcher H. Mitchell, have uad Ihe
same under consideration anil beg
leave to report as follows lo-wl-

First In the opinion of your com
mittee rurh safeguard uhould be
thrown around the granting of auy
franchlae for public utility as will
hereafte rubrerve and guard the wel-

fare of the city and of every Inhabi-
tant thereof. The uuestlou of the ma
terlnl progress of the city is no long
er problematical. Every one believes
that Albuou" roue will become a city
of considerable proportions within
the next few years. A franchlae to
operate and conduct an electric street
railway within tbi city, is and will lie
come more valuable as the years go
by.

We arc opposed to granting a fren
chise of any kind for the public utility
union aatlsAed that there ia sunHr-len- t

capital behind the same to push the
enterprise to eompletiou. We do not
believe lu granting frapchlaes to In-

dividuals for Ihe purpose of baring
them speculate upon the value there-
of.

The question of ownership of all
public utilities by municipalities is
one that is receiving serious consid-
eration by an persons. We believe
that provision should be Incurr irated
In any franchise that Is granted for
an electric street railway whereby
the city may. at it option, after a
reasonable length of time, say twenty
Ave years, purchase aald street rail-
way at a reasonable compensation,
and to operate the same.

This proposed ordinance Is so loose-
ly drawn that the Interests of the elty
are In no way subserved.

Wo would recommend, therefore,
that the council do not pass aald ordin-
ance.
