THEIR OFFIGIAL RELATIONS.

Santa Fe, November 11, 1905,
To Whom It May Concern:

Under different forms many in-
guiries come to the office of Super-
intendent of Public Instruction,
concerning the respective rela-
tions of county superintendent,
boards of school directors, and
teachers. Some persons seem o
think that all contracts made by
and between boards of directors
and teachers must be approved
by the county superintendent.
Section 1535 of the Compilation
of School Laws sets forth fully
and completely the duties and
powers of directors in regard to
employing and paying school
teachers. Not only are these
powers and duties wholly in the
hands of the boards of directors,
but they have the whole control
and management of the schools,
The county superintendent has
no voice or power whatever in
the employment of teachers,

To prevent misunderstandings,
it is well when a teacher amd a
board of directors have made a
bargain, that the same should be
reduced to writing in any good
business form. It is entirely
proper for a county superintend-
ent to point out to boards of ddi-
rectors such teachers as he may
think competent and are legally
qualified to teach, and to give
boards all the information he can
concerning them, but the selec-
tion and employment is wholly
with boards of directors and the
county superintendent should be
very careful about interfering.

Section 1526 of our School Law
states very definitely what con-
stitutes a legally qualified teach-
er, and before approving a war-
rant for the payment of any
teacher, it 18 the business of the
county superintendent to careful-
Iy scrutinize all such warrants,
and know that the teacher
legally qualified one. By
tion 11, page 188, the county su-
perintendent is  empowered to
examine the records and account
books of school directors, and
Section 12, page 189, requires him
to carefully examine all warrants
issued by school directors before
he approves them.

The relations existing between
the county superintendent and
boards of directors are necessarily
very intimate, and it 18 desirable
that they should be very harmon-
ious; but each party should take
great care to not attempt to tres-
pass on the rights and privileges
of the other,
