toricnl value. No people talk so earnestly
of "ono true church" as tho Mormons, and
no people are so divided in po short a timo.

and many of them begin to nave visions
and drtiiuns preiauinj; tome thing grandly
mysterious, though lliey hardly know as yet
wíialit is Ithusbanna lettled point in
tiie Mormon creed for vonrs that there must
he a split in tho church bel ore the final
gathering, and the impression is gonorai here
tlint this is tha "bid split'
