“There Is & universial exception in
favor of those refugees whose offense
is purely of a political nature.

There
are many familiar instances of Euro-
pean political offenders who  have
saved themselves by flight this
country.

“An interesting case has recently
arisen which involved Great Britain
and France, and was settled the other
day by the court of arbitration at
the Hague, to which the matier was
referred. An Tialipn agitator named
Savarkar wns arrested in London,
chiarged with sedition, and was to be
taken to Bombay for trial. While the
steamship was at Marseilles, Savar
kar swam ashore, He was arrested
by the French police and retorned to
l:is British captors.

| FARM LAND VALUES AND WAGES
IN CANADA,

Apropos of Canadian reciproeity,
the report of the Tariff Board which
the President fransmitted to the Sen-
ki€ in response to the Cumming res-
olution, contain some highly interest-
Ing reading regavding the relative
land values and farm wages in Can-
ada and the United States respec-
tively,

pled farm lands in Canada £xcept in
the northwest raneges, ringe In value
a8 high as o r higher than, those
along the border in the United States,
“In the New England border stiates—
Miine, New HMampshire and Vermont,
—the land values fall below those in
all the eastern provinees with the ex-
ception of New Brunswick, where the
value is the same as In Vermont.
and slightly less than in New Hamp
shire and Maine™

Michigan lands average four dollars
per acre lower than Ontario land, as
does also Minnegota land. In Wis-
consin and some of our more south-
€rn states, where the senson i3 wurm-
¢r and longer, and the soil exceptio:-
ally fertile, the land values are higher
than o our ow  border atateg, and to

the same degree higher than the (an-
adian lands adjoining those lborder
states. Going farther west it appears
that farm lands in Manitoba, In the
ten years just passed, have incressed
from an average value of thirteen
dollars per acre to an average value
of twenty-nine dollars per acre, or
124 per cent; while Minnesota lands
have inocreased from twenty-six dol
lars to forty-six dollars, or only 77
per cent. In British Columbia the
vaule of occupied farm Iande is seven-

ty-three dollars per acre,

THAN THOUSAND MILES.
Longest and Swiftest Aerial Voyage |
