Boys and Poolrooms.
A campaign against poolrooms

Sometimes the difficulty of enforce-
ment is attributed to the resorts and
sometimes to the laxity, indifference
or corruption of the police. The pool-
room as a general proposition is not
a good place for the congregation of
boys.

In making up this report the secre-

tary was ably aided by John B. Dug-ger- ,

assistant secretary, and expert
stenographer, who has proven an in-

valuable adjunct of the office during
the past year in handling the vast
amount of correspondence, the ac-

counts and other details of the Bu-

reau.
The figures in the secretary's re-

port are surprising and show plainly
the wide scope that the advertising
campaign for New Mexico's resources
and opportunities has assumed. The

inquiry correspondence alone for the
past year shows an increase over the
previous year of 7,027 letters, while
the increase over the year 1908-0- 9 is
9,055 letters. This is in addition to
the routine correspondence of the of-

fice. The big increase in the cor-

respondence is attributed by the sec-

retary, first, to the extension of the
Bureau's activity; second, to the fact
that New Mexico is becoming better
known to the immigration agencies in

general, and the publicity association
work; third, to the increased inter-
est in New Mexico caused by the im-

minence of statehood; and, fourth, to
the growing general national move-

ment Westward.
The inquiries come from every

state in the Union; from every coun-

try in England, South Africa and
every country of Continental Europe,
from Turkey, Asia, Australia, Cuba,
Hawaii, the Philippines and Porto
Rico, an especially notable interest
having developed in the Canadian
northwest. During the year 183,000
pieces of Bureau literature were
printed, as against 142,000 for the

It is estimated
that the water will irrigate land for
the support of irom 500 to 750 famil-
