Mexico City, May 18.—The govern
ment has drafted a new election law
for submission to the chamber of dep
utles and under which the election of
Diaz's successor will be held.

The measure, so far as iz conslst-
ent, follows the French law, under
which the national executive is elect-
ed for geven years, by an absolute ma-
jority of votes, by the senate ani
chamber of deputies united In a na-
tional assembly, or congress. !

Heretofore, the Mexican natlonal
government has conducted the elec
tions through the local mayors, who
presided at the pollings. The mayors
passed on the eligibility of voters and
counted the balots. Thbelr powers,
linked with their obligationa”te the
national administration, caused the
government to be accused of fraud.

Realizing the value of elk
from the point of view of the hunter,
he has made a search for 8 number ot
months for healthy elk cowg, with
which to replenish the rapidly de-
creasing bands of elk that roam the
ideal grazing lands of his territory.

The discugsion of the discovery of
hidden water and the possibility of ita
development is always of Interest,
especially in the arla regions, where

The report of the Unlted States Geo-
loglcal Burvey on the geologic and
waler resources of the San Luis val-
ley, Colo, by C. 1. Siebenthal, pre-
senting a4 view of th: geology of the
valley and describing its surrounding
rim and artesian basin, should be of
vitlue to the inhabitants of this large
area, which approximates in size the
state of Connecticnt,

A topographic mup, which accom-
panies thls report, shows a large, al-
most flat pre-historic basin abour 150
miles In extent north and south, and
with a greatest width of about 350
miles, situated mainly in Colorado but
extending about 15 miles into New
Mexico. The San Luis Valley is, ac-
cording to Mr. Sichenthal, an almost
ideal example of an arteslan basin,
and the map mentioned shows over
3,000 flowing wells, ¥lelding water
equal to 286 second-feet, or probably
sufficlent to Irrigate 25,000 acres.

Wells of Burning Water.

In the vicinity of Hooper there are
& number of wells which, while glv-
fng an ample supply of water, also are
gas bearing, One well discharges 70
gallong of water 1 minute and is high-
Iy charged with gas.  This well s
equipped with a devlce for separating
the gas from the water and storing it,
a reproduction in miniature of a muni-
In this way
the well affords u sufficlent volume of
gag for a vook stove and one gas jet.
On another ranch in the vicinity may
be seen the unique sight of burning
water—that Is, a well flowing 20 to 25
gallons of water a minute yielding
gad, The escaping gasforms a frothy
foam, which stands six Inches above
the surface of the water and burns
with a bright yellow flame 2 feet high.
The amount of gus wonld probably be
ample to run a heating or cooking
stove or several guas jeta,

permanent affairs. If they are o
e as easily nmended and changed as
ordinary legislation, there is no need
of a fundamental law, In fact, a coni
stitution that ig easity amended s
not a constitution at all, it's a mere
statute subject to every political whim
that may be temporarily sweeping over
a commonwealth at election time, 1f
the Constitution of the United States
had been of that flexible nature, it
iz very likely that this nation would
have been subject to as many revolu
tions and insurrections as Mexico.

“Execept for the three amendments
adopted as a result of the domestic
revolution which the Civil War
bronght to pass, the Constitution bas
gone unchanged for more tham a
hundred years.

The completion of the Scenic High-
way from Canon City to the Royal
Gorge, has stimulated tourist travel
to that section of the state greatly.

REAL PROGRESSIVENESS,

As the New Mexican had predicted,
whan the subject was under discus-
sfon in the constitutional convention,
the clause granting the women of
New Mexico the right to vote at
school elections, i{s' coming in for
much praise at Washington and is
taken as an evidence of progressive-
ness, that is emphasized by the
friends of the territory. Arizona does
not have such a provision In its con-
stitution and in the debate in the
‘House yestérday, this fact was used
to shame Congressman Martin of Col-
orado, who had attacked New Mexi-
co's constitution and the Spanish-

“Martin was several times forced to
seek the frlendly shelter of evasive
answers and sidestepping generalities,
Characterizing the conatitution of
New Mexico as reactionary and that
of Arizona as ‘progressive’ he was
sharply interrogated by Mondell of
Wyoming, who pointed out that the
congtituticn of Arizona resiricted the
franchise to males, while 'that of New
Mexico granted women a very con-
alderable franchise,

ment? asked Mondell,

“Martin declared he was not re-
sponsible for these proviaions, but
would not say he uad made an eflort
to have them changed by the com-
mittee of which he is8 a8 member.

The viciory of the insurrection in
Mexico can be ascribed to a lavge ex-
tent to publicity., Thev :mainiained
press bureaus in sgeveral cities and
were not timid about letting the pub-
lic know what they were lighting for,
what they wanted and whav tney wera
achieving.

Wonders of World to Which Rail-
road is Being Constructed,

Many thousands of yedars ago among
the majestic voleanoes of the Cascade
Runge, towered one, perhaps the loft-
jrst of them all, which has now dis-
appeared, After the cataclysm which
swallowed this huge mountain there
remaineid, however, an ennrmous crat-
er, a caldera, which more than com-
pensates in interest for the loss of
the mountain, There are thousands of
¢raters in the United States, but there
i= only one great caldera, and that con-
tains Crater Lake, truly one of the
wonders of America, If Crater Lake
were situated in the bosom of the Ap-
palachians thousands of people would
visit it annually: if it were an Alpine
crater many Americans would rave
over as the choicest gem of Euro-
As it is, although the

people who
have visited it number only a few
thonsand. But an awakening is at
band: the railroad 1s building a line
close to park, the government is plan-
ning rands and trails, and within a
short time it will be the fault only of
people themselves If they fail to visit
this wonderful region and receive im-
pressions never to be effaced from
memory.,

Mapping of the Park by the Geologica:

Survey.

As a ploncer in the field the United
States Geological Survey has made
ciareful topographic maps of the Crater
Lake National Parli, Penrson Chap
man, government topographer, spent
two field seasons in the park and sur
veyed every peak, siope, and valley,
and the resulting map, with 50-foot
contonr lines, i3 being engraved and
will be issued by the Survey about
Jine 1.

From this topographic map one
gets an idea of the remarkable tragedy
which must have occurred in the dim
ast, when a mountain probably rival
ing Mount Shasta in height disappear-
«d into the bowels of the earth. The
surface of Crater Lake is 6,177 feet
sen level; the alke is nearly
s in diameter and is surrounded
by a rim of ragged rock rising from
1,000 to 2,000 feet above it. The lake
iz in many places nearly 2,000 feet
deep and its surfuce is broken only by
Wizard Island, the vesult of the final
gasp of the dying voleanic forees,
Wizard Island, a cinder cone which
rises nearly 1,000 feelL above the lake,
is itself a young and perfect voleano,
having a little crater of its own. Sev-
eral smaller cones were pushed up
ward, but none appear above the we-
ter's surface.

At one time it was a question
whether this ancient mountain which
has been restored in faney and named
Mount Mazama, did not explode end
blow away In ashes and scoria like
Krakatoa or Pelee, but this theory has
been overturned by geologists, who
find unmistakable evidence that the
mountain sank back into the earth.
The surrounding country, according to
J. 8. Diller, a geologist of the United
Stutes Geological Survey, indicates
unquestionably that at some time dur-
ing the Tertiary perlod, when many of
the high peaks of the Cnscude Range
were flaming beacons, great streams of
molten rock issued from Mount Maza-
ma, accompanled by thunderous ex-
plosions and ejections of pumice which
today covers the land's surfuce for
miles.

War Volcano and Glaciers.

The later of these eruptions oc-
curred, it is believed, during the gla-
cial period, the great streams of ice
and lava alterniting and causing stu-
pendous conflicts between the two el
ements, filling the air with the steam
clouds and flooding the lower plains.
Later came the final convulsion
which demolished the upper mile ot
Mount Mazama. ]
When Crater Lake really comes in-
to its own, people will row acrose its
beautiful blue, bronze and purple wa-
ters, glance up at the towering cliffs,
and realize tha! they are in the very
interior of one of the greateat extinct
volcanoes in the world. The collapse
of Mount Mazama s stated by Mr.
Diller to have been the crowning
evaent in the history of the Cascade
region.

Situated in the midst o1 an other-
wise waterless region, this-lake fur-
nishes the underground water sup-
plies for meny streams radiating
from it in almost every dalrectlon.
Mot of the approaches to the lake
lead through splendid forests, valley
meadows, and natural pastures,
Views Are Incomparably Impressive.

The highest point in the Crater
lale, National Purk, as shown on the
Survey's map, is Scott Peak, 8941
feet In elevarion. This was simply a
minor peak on the southeast side of
Mount Mazama, From it the view
according to Mr, Chapman, ia incom-
parably fine. On the opposite rim of
the lake, apparently but a pistol shot
distant, so clear ig the air, stand out
The Watchman and Glacler Peak, of
nearly equal height with Scott Peak.
To the south Mount

At a still farther distance to the north
towera Mount Hood. ’

In the government survey the park
was surrounded by 130 iron boundary
posts, and concrete piers have been
erected at the four cormers and the
two entrances, one on the south and
the other on the weat.
