Summary Shows Crops Suffer From In
tens Heat.

Washington, July it. The weathei
bureau's weekly nummary of croj.'
conditions Is as follows: States of tin
middle Kocky mouiUi.ii. and Missouri
and Mississippi vailtys txperlenced
another third consecutive week of In
tense heat, the maximum tempera-
tures over a largo part of these dls
tricts ranging above 100 degrees dally
during tho week, and many stattout
reporting from loo to lo7. With al
most entire absence of rain crops In

the regions named have been subject-
ed to the most unfavorable conditions.
In the states lying lirmedlutely east
ward of the Mississippi river very high
temperatures also prevailed, but the
heat bah hern less Intense and effect
are not so serious u.i In the districts
westward. Tho corn t rop as a whole,
in tho great corn sfatie of tho central
valleys, materially deteriorated and
sustained serious Injury over continu-
ed western portion ol corn belt, espec-
ially In Misslouri.
