Washington. May 31. Senators
Piatt, of Connecticut; Lodge of Mas-
sachusetts, and Fairbanks, of Indiana,
had an hour's consultation with Pres
ident McKinley before the cabinet
meeting to-da- The Cuban situation
was under discussion and the presi
dent waa desirous of obtaining the
views of those senators as to whether
tho action of the constitutional con
vention waa a "substantial" acquies
cence In the Piatt amendment. The
senators say the whole matter la one
for the executive to decide, aa the
intendment authoritea the president
to relinquish control of Cuba when a
government has been established
