Wsshlnglon. Dec. 4 The report of
the Isthmian canal oommtaalon sub
mitted by the president to congress to-

day gives lis the unanimous conclusion
of that body that the "most practicable
and feasible route for an Isthmian ca-
nal under the control, management and
ownership of the United States, Is that
known as the Nicaragua route."

The commission estimates the cost
of a canal by one of the Panama routes
at $142,242,579 or aocordlng
to another route. The commission
um up the advantages favorable to

the Nicaragua route. It state also
that under noncesslon given by the
government of Columbia to the Pana-
ma canal comjxiny that government Is
not free to grant necessary rights to
the I'nlted States except upon condi-
tions made by the comapny.

The report Is a document of about
17,000 words. Although the work of the
commission Is not completed, many
Held partlca stUl being out, yet It ha
been sufficiently advised to make It
practicable to present this preliminary
report giving essential findings.
