IOMIITIIIN1 IN I'EKIN.

No Itepnrt Iterelved front len. 1'halfee for
Keverol lmy;

Washington. Aug. Zl. The war de-
partment haa not yet received from
Oeneral Chaffee the report requcated of
him a few days ago upon the condi-
tion In I'ekln. In fact, several recent
cablegram of inquiry addresaed to the
general tiavo remained unanawered. In
this situation It was found necessary to
call upon Chaffee again lor --a full re-

port fr the guidance of official of thl
government. It la supposed that the
uncertainty of communication between
I'ekln and Tien Tsln is responsible for
f'hnffee'a alienee.

More than a week ago two dispatcher
were received from Oeneral Chaffee,
but they were In such a condition that
they cannot be deaclphered at the de-

partment. They are regarded aa Im-

portant from the fact that they re-

late to condition In Tekin.

"Duller report that the Uoer laid a
trap for 111 cavalry on August 23, and
opened with several gun at fairly short
range. The fc2ngl.h guna silenced the
Uoer. but when the firing ceased and
the picket were being plaoed for the
night, by some mistake, two companies
of the Liverpool regiment advanced
1,500 yards Into a hollow out of sight ot
the main body, where they were aur--

rounded by the Boers and suffered se
verely.

"The Liverpool lost ten men killed,
vapiain nomer and forty-nv- e men
were wounded, and in addition they
had thirty-tw- o men missing. Oeneral
Buller's other casualltlr on Auguat 23.
