FOUR LEAGUES VOR SANTA K

Title te This Amount to Be Vesied In
City Under spanish Land Girant.
The committes report upen the bill
which recently passed the house to
settle the title to real esiate In the
oty of Banta Fe. N. M., brought to
light some (nteresting historical facls
relative to the eariy history of that
wity, savs & Washington dispatch. The

report oiles

to 1680 there existed a Spatnish town,
known as La Ville de Banta Fe, which
was the seat of government of the
Bpanish provinoe of New Mexieo, and
that thers was alss prior to that date
the official mechanism required by the
Bpantsh law to direct the affalrs of
a Spaniah village or town. The orinin
of the town or ville Is obscure, but
the record Inddcates that as early as
1542 the séttlement wan made by de.
serters from  the Spanish military
forces under Coronado  who  refused
to accompany thelr commander on his
return to Mexioo and setiled at Banta
Fe, In 1680 the Spanlards were driven
out by an Indian Insurrection  and
Ranta Fe was desiroyed and the Span-
fards retrentsd w Pase del Norte,
whoere they re nied until 1682, when
Diego de W " reconiguersd  the
country, In 1660 I Viargas re-estab-
lished Banta Fe. From that ¢ime until
the American occupation there s no
doubt there was a settloment on the
site of the old ville of Santa Fe, and
It was also the capltal of the provinoee,
The city of Banta Fe has claimed
four leagues of land within its Hmiw
far town purposss this being the usual
grant under Spanlsh and  Mexican
Inwe, This clalm was respected by the
eourt of clatms, which, however, In s
declsion stated that the claim wan a
proper one  for congressiabal  action,
The bill, which Is now before the sens
ate, therefore, s simply intended to
vest in the clty of Banta Fe the title
to this four leagues as trustes for the
benefit of the privite owners of lots
and pleces of land within this area,
and will undoubtedly become & law
