fured with Genernl Cronje nombersd
aboul 8,000. Cronjs will bs sent to Cape
Town.

ENGLISH REIOICE.

London, Fab. 27 ~*Majuba avenged!”
“Oronje surrenders!™ “Great Britlsh
vitory! " Thess are the expressions
being shouted all over London to-day.

Further
detalls of the dramatie sorrender of
Cronjs are eagerly awalted. Ths Hoer
commander's forees ure varlonsly eatl-
mated st 4,000 to 5,000, Bpeculation is
rite &% to how soon Roberts will ba able
to press forward to Blormfonteln, but
befote he anters the oapital of the Free
Btate he will undoubtedly have to over-
come & powerfal forcs and take strong

FPARTICULARS OF CRUNJE'S BURRENDER

Loudon, Feb, 27602 p. m —The war
offioe has recelved the tollowing dispateh
from Lord Hoberts: “Pasrdeberg, Feb.
21—11 ». m. Tossday.—From informa-
tion furnishad dally to ma by the Intel-
ligenos department, it bacame apparent
that General Cron ja's fores was becom-
ing more depressed, and the discontent
of the troops and the discord of the lead-
ors Was rapldly inoreasing. This fesling
wis doubtlsss acoentusted by the dlsap-
polotment caused when the Boer rein-
forcements which tried to relleve Cronje
were defested by oor troops  on
February 23, | resolvad, thersfore,
to briog pressure to bear upon the
enemy. Kaoch npight the trenches were

pushiad forward toward the ensmy's laa-
gor, so as to gradoslly contrast his posi-
tion., A the same tims [ bombarded 1§
heavily with ariillery whioh was yastar -
day matarially alded by the arrival of
four six-inoh Howltzara, which I ordered
up trom Deasr. la carrying oal thoss
mensures & oaptive balloon gave me
very much ssslstance by keeping us
lnformed of the dispositions sad move-
mants of the shemy. At Jda. m. to-day s
most deshing sdvance was made by the
Canadian regiment and some sngineers,
supported by the First Gordon High-

“This apparautly shangsd matters, for
at daylight, » letter signed by General
Cronje, in whioh he stated that he sur-
rendersd nnoonditionally, was brought
to our ontposts under u dag of trace. In
my reply, I told Cronje rhat hs must pre-
sent himsell st my oamp and his foroe
must coma out of thelr lnager after lay-
Ing down thelr srms. By 7 s om. 1 re
ealved Cronje, and dispatehad a telegram
to you announeing the faet. In conver-
sation he maked for kind treat
ment &t our hsads also  that
his wite, grandson, private seore-
tary, adjotant sod  servants might
accompany him wherever he might be
sent., I reassured him aod told him that
his request wonld bes complisd with. 1
informed him that & genesral officer
would be sent with him to Cape Town to
insure his belng treated with proper
respeot o routs. He startad this sfter-
noon under oharge of Major General
Prettyman, who will hand him over to
the general commanding st Cape Town.

“The prisonsrs, who number about
3,000, will ba formad loto ocommandos
ander our own offisers. They will also
Ieave hers to-day. reaching Modder river
to-morrow, when they will be rallad to
Cape Town in detachments.'
