tempt to do work work during a
single day, and has patience and skill

Veterans at tbe military service clnbe
were Intensely aniions over the new
from Ladysmllh and some commented
adversely upon the apparent lack of eo
operation between Bailer and White at
critical stages of the campaign, altboogh
they were In dally communication with
each other. White was paeelve December
15, when Buller attacked the enemy In
full force at Colenso, and there was noth
lng really effective done on Batorday at
Tugela, although word was received at
Krere camp early as V o'clock that tbe
Boers were making a determined aeeeult
upon Ladysmllh, In anticipation ot a
general advance ot the main British army
early this week. These comment had
sterner and even angrier tone toward
midnight, when the war i (D gave out
another bulletin saying that the Boer at
tack had been renewed on Saturday after
noon, a General White apprehended, and
that be was very hard pressed. These
were the worst words which had yet
flashed out of the dai knesa from Lady
smith. Veteran at tbe clubs bluntly
declared that Buller had put oft the great
battle too long.

General French reported the iltoation
at Culeeberg unchanged on Saturday,
but General Korestler-Walke- In a bal
letIn Issued lut nlgbt by the war offl ,
gav an unpleasant account of what wa
described with ofUclal euphemlm as an
"accident,' that fonr eompanle of the
First Suffolk were sent at night to at'
tack the enemy on a low hill, one mile
from the camp. Col. Wateon, who was
In command, wa wounded after order
lng the troops to charge, and a bogie call
for retreat was sounded, apparently by
the Boer themselves, a trick which has
been played before during the campaign
inree companies retreated to tbe camp
In good order, but tbe fourth was caught
behind, surrounded by tbe enemy and
seventy men. Including seven officers,
were taken prisoners.

Tbe Brltl h warship Thetis. It Is re
ported, has arrived at Durban with the
German liner Uenog In tow. The latter
vesael, according to a Brussels telegram
was oonveylug German, Dntcb and Bel
gian ambulances (or the Boers.

HKVKHK ATTACK.

London. Jan. 8. 3:45 p. m. The war
office has Just published the following
bulletiu from General Bullerr Krere
Camp, Jan. 8 The following la from
White, dated 2 p. m. yesterday: "Attack
was eommenoed on my position, but was
chiefly against Caerar's camp and Wag'
on Illll. Tbe enemy was in great
strength and puttied the attack with
greatest courage and energy. Some en'
trenchment on Wagon Hill were three
times taken by the enemy and
by us. The attack continued nntll
7:30 p. tn. One point of our position was
occupied by the enemy the whole day
But at dusk, tn a ve.y heavy rain storm
they were turned out of this position at
tbe polut of the bayonet In the nioxt gal
taut manner by tbe iHvons, led by Col
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Park. Col. In Hamilton commanded on
Wagon BUI and rendered valuable ser
vice.

The enemy wr repnlsed every
where with htavy loss, greatly exceed,
log that on my aid, which will be re
ported a soon as lists aro completed."

"The sos rcity of water la doe largely
to severe drouth since 1887, with cc
eaeloual Interruptions extending over an
area of several hundred mllea In width
and length along the river from Its
mouth tip, and to tbs drying op of many
tributary streams, formerly large atd
pert-unlu- Tba extent of the tfl-- ot ot
this diminution of rainfall cannot be
determined from tbe evidence.

'1'he Rio Grande Is a torrential stream
la New Mexico. Ia Its course through
Colorado and New Mexico much of Its
waters are lost by oausea not accurately
determined, but generally classed as
see psge aud evaporation. Between San
Marctal and Kl Paso 300 miles the
loss U about oue-thir- d ot the entire vol
ume ot water, and elsewhere In New
Mexlo equal losses occur.

Below Kl Psso tbe general character
of the river bed aud valley is the earns aa
above, and the losses continue.

"Between Klephant Butte aod Presi
dio del Nolle, where the Conoboe joins
tbe Rio Grands from the south, no living
tributaries tbe Rio Grande.
Tbe Couohos always carries a large vol'

uiue ot water, and in seasons Is torren-

tial stieam ot great magnltoJe.
Only on one occasion baa the evi

dence eho n that the waters of the Rio
Grande raised Presidio del Norte In
large quantity In May 18U7. and then
It raised Its water there three feet for
ten days, but did not affect the height ot
the water at Laredo to any great ex
tent.

"The evident shows no obstruction to
the flow of ths water In the river bed

fromKl Paso to Rio Grande City, 1,800
miles, but the character ot the river bed
continues the same, and large loeses of
water by evaporation and seepage occur
between Presidio del Norte and Rio
Grande flty.

SounJtugs In the river bed at Kl Paso
show the depth ot sand and gravel to be
sixty feet and the surface appearances
Indicate the sane forma" ton along ths
other valleys and basins of ths river,

"The Klo Grande water shed above Kle
phant Butte Is 25,000 square miles In
area, and from Klephant Butte to Rio
Grands City, 170.000 square miles. Tbe
latter area largely supplies the water for
navigation, which enters the Rio Grande
from the Conchas, Ban Jo in, Peoos and
Devil's river or torrential streams.

Probably any flow less than 2,000
second teet at Kl Paso will bave no effect
at the head of navigation.

"Taking the recorded measurements rt
water peetn Fl Paio during ths past
ten year, aud aseumlng tbs same ratio
ot loss by seepage and evaporation below
as above Kl Paso, and apsnmlng further
that a rise of two feet at Rio Grande City
Is necessary to substantially a'd naviga
tion, It appears that In only two or three
years out of lbs Ust teu would a sufficient
amount of water from the miner Rio
Rio Grande Imvs reached Rl i Grange
Cltv to materially aid navigation."

Ju Ige Parker concludes that the pro
posed Impounding of ths waters of the
Bio Grands at Klephaut Butte "will not
eubatantlelly diminish the nevlgaf lllty
of that stream within the limits of pre
ent oavrvabllity," aud orders the dlitnolu
tlon of the Injunction.

Although In tbs hearing at Las Cruoen
ths government based Its eutlrs theory
that the decrease In the fl iw ot tbe Klo
Grauds below Rio Grande City lu recent
years la due the dlverstou of wat.r In
Colorado for Irrigation, Judge Parker In
his decision unwiere al'ndee to the pro
portion.
