He filled the room with stentorian
tones us he thundered with Indignstion
nt the chnrges agaiust Dreyfus and (hs
shameful weakness of the prosecution
nud in genunelation of Katsrhazy, The
gentures and fostures of Demangs wers
squally exprosaive. Dreyfus was eslm
wud chwetful. At 11 o'¢lock Demange sn-
nouneed thst he would need another two
honrs and a half to tnish, so the eourt
sdjonrned until 7:30 to-morrow. A ver-
diet 1= not expected betors Monday.

any relations with Dreylfus. Seerstary
of Htate Von Buslow o Helohwiag, Juan-
nary 24, 1508, made the following state
ment: “Ideclare lo most positive man-
ner, that no relations or eonnsetions of
any kind ever existed betwesn the
Franch ex-Captain  Dreyfos, now on
Devit'n Island, and any fierman ngent.”
