It is authoritatively stated here that ne-
gotiations looking to the acquisition ot the
road are in progreas, and that as soon as
a few legal matters are adjusted the Hue
will pass Into tlie poeeeeslou of the Haul a
Ke.

The I'ecoe Valley & Northeastern road
runs from a connection with the Santa
Ke at Amarilla, Texas, to Roswell, N. M

and Pecos, I ex as. Ilia greater portion of
the road is tu new Mexico, tp to the
time or the construction of the extension
to Amanllo, for which Hanta Ke capital
was largely responsible, the eastern
terminus of the road was Roswell. The
new line gave It an outlet over both the
Hanta he and Colorado Southern rail
roads.

The recent establishment of friendly
relations between me Hanta re and Col
orado Southern roads has something to
do with the negotiations now pending
for the acquisition ot the I'ecoe valley
line. Heietofore the Colorado road has
lieen antagonistic to the possibility of
tlie connecting line becoming a part of
the Santa re liecause of Its own connec-
tion, but this antagonism has now been
done away with.

If after the acquisition ot the l'ecos
Valley line that road Is made a part of
the newly established Wellington dl
vision, that division will become one of
the most important ones ot the Hanta Ke
road proper. However, this question has
not tieen settled, and it Is poselhle that
the road will be operated Independently.

A connecting line from Koewell to Al
I'tiqiierque, which would give the Hanta
Ke a shorter route to the I'aclllo coast, Is
a possibility.

''It result from documents just read
that you are accused of having brought
about machination or held relations
with a foreign power, or Its agent In or
der to procure means, by delivering II
document Indicated In the Inrrlmlnat
lug Bordereau, to commit hostilities of
undertake a war against Kraii e. 1 no
tify you that yon will be allowed to etati
during the course of these proceedings
anything that appears to you to be Use
ful for your defense."

Dreyfus replied: "I am Innocent," in a

voice which quivered with emotion
Tbe agonized manner In which he re
peated the protestation of Innocence
uiuet have evoked sympathy ot even hie
most Inveterate enemies.

Col. Jouaust submitted Dreyfus to a
rigorous examination, more In the style
of a prosef tiling counsel than a judge.

The Dreyfus court adjourned after de
elding to sit behind closed door
row and as many following days as
necessary for an examination of tbe
secret dossier.
