Togo Inspects.

Sharp Fighting at Mukden.
Tokio, Dec. 21. The following re

port from Manchurian headquarters
was received at 11:30 o'clock last
night and was made public today: "On
Monday at 5 o'clock in the afternoon
the enemy's artillery, east of Da
Mountain bombarded In the neighbor-
hood of Sinlintung. At one o'clock in
the morning of Tuesday the enemy's
infantry attacked south of Pleniuhung-pa- o

and at Tatzupao. By four o'clock
In the morning they were repulsed.
Simultaneously the enemy's infantry
attacked Chinshantung, Heilintung and
Huanertia and maiin a mnst vlpnrrms
attack in the neighborhood of Chin-shantun-

"The fighting continued about an
hour when the enemy was completely
repulsed. We had no casualties."

Mobilizing More Troops.
St. Petersburg, Dec. 21. The mobili-

zation announced yesterday of the re-

serves in the seven military districts
affects a portion of about half of the
military districts of Russia. While
some of the reserve men called to the
colors will be used to complete the
strength of the regiments going to
the front, by far the greater portion
will be formed into reserve units to
replace the troops which have already
gone to the far east. This year con-

scripts taken, number about half a
million men, being about double the
number usually called to the colors.

The new mobilization will entail
additional relief measures for the
families of the reserve men, which
probably will be met by increasing
the credits of the Zemstovs for thi3
purpose.

Confirm Port Arthur Disasters.
St. Petersburg, Dec. 21. While de

clining to give details, the Admiralty
admits that the Russian advices from
Port Arthur sent by General Stoessel
substantially confirmed the Japanese
advices of the partial wrecking of the
Russian ships in the harbor and the
censor has been instructed to permit
the publication of the dispatches.

It is claimed that several of the
larger ships and a respectable num-

ber of the torpedo boat destroyers are
still seaworthy, but they are not con-

sidered as factors In the coming fight
between Admiral Togo's ships and
the Russian second Pacific squadron.
The whole series of misfortunes
which has attended the Port Arthur
squadron is a bitter chapter in Rus-

sian naval annals, but since the ar-

rival of the latest advices there has
been no disposition to criticise Rear
Admiral Wirena failure to make a
sortie, General Stoessel having decid

that further defense of the fortress
would be impossible if the guns of the
warships and the sailors landed were

Had the ships gone out in the con
dition existing they would have been

the mercy of the Japanese and
would have been sacrificed without
hope of inflicting even commensurate
damage. If the fortress is relieved, it

believed most of the ships will he
raised and saved.

Sevastopol Disabled.
Tokio, Dec. 21. Admiral Togo, who

personally made a series of observa-
tions of the Russian battleship Seval--

topol, telegraphs to the Navy Depart-
ment, expressing it as his opinion that
the Sevastopol is disabled. Great
weight Is attached to Togo's personal
observations and opinion, as instanced

the fact that when the Russian bat-

tleship Retropavlocsk was sunk, Togo
was one of the few officers of the en-

tire Japanese fleet whose eye caught
the vision of a speedy disaster. Com-

mander Yezoe, who was killed while

torpedoing the Sevastopol, has been

promoted and given other posthumous
honors.

At a meeting of the county commis
sioners of El Paso County this morn
ing a reward of $1,000 was offered for
the arrest and conviction of the mur
derer.

Sadie Durant Well Known Here.
The report that the dead girl is sup-

posed to be Sadie Durant, a resident
of Santa Fe, recalls to memory a
woman by that name who resided in
this city about two years ago. It was
alleged that she was a divorced worn
an and while here gave away her
children, two in number, to a wealthy
resident of Sandoval County.

The description of the murdered
woman tallies with that of the Durant
woman, especially as to the dental
work and heavy head of hair.

The woman left here and went to
Demlng, and later left there and went
to Trinidad, Colorado. This was the
last heard of her by people who knew
her while she was, in Santa Fe.

WATER USERS'
ASSOCIATION

Enthusiastic Meeting at El Paso Will
Work for Construction of Ele-

phant Butte Reservoir.

A special from El Paso says that the
land owners of the Rio Grande Valley
met in that city on Monday and or-

ganized a Water Users' Association to
with a similar organization

which is to be formed at Las Cruces
tomorrow. The association will aid in
the construction of the Elephant Butte
dam near Engle, New Mexico.

A committee of fifteen was appointed
to select a permanent committee of
three to consult with a like committee
from Las Crucesi and form an inter
state committee to have charge of all

questions pertaining to an equitahle
division of the waters of the reservoir
and matters of similar import. An-

other meeting will be held in the Pass
City on the 29th of this month.

According to B. M. Hall, the con
suiting engineer in charge of the con-

struction work, the reservoir will store
sufficient water to irrigate 110,000
acres of land in New Mexico and 73,-00- 0

acres in Texas and Mexico. New
Mexico is included in the reclamation
act, but Texas is not, and it is neces
sary therefore, to organize two dis-

tinct Water Users' Associations,
which will operate under different con
ditions. Texas and Mexico, by agree
ing to the construction of the Elephant
Butte dam and by yielding their rights
to the waters of the Rio Grande, will
be given a portion of the flood storage
from the reservoir, but neither can use
this nor participate in the benefits of
the irrigation act without special legis
lation by Congress. The Texas Water
Users' Association will at once pro
ceed to secure such special legislation
and will also arrange with the Mexi
can authorities for a division of the
water, so that the Mexican side of the
vallpv near El Paso may receive its
quota.

steel. Material for repairs has arrived
from Denver and when these are made
the work will proceed.

Under the management of Joseph
Brown the Graphic mine, near Magda-lena- ,

is producing about six cars of
zinc ore a week. Thirty-fiv- e men, in-

cluding engineers, blacksmiths and of-

fice men 'are employed.
The output of the Empire Gold Min-

ing and Milling Company, which owns
the Good-Hop- e Bonanza mine and mill
near Hilisboro, was $5,000 last month.
It is estimated by the owners of this
property that the output for the month
of December will be over $6,000.

What gives promise of being one ot'

the greatest zinc mines in the world is
situated in the Magdalena district. The
mine is known as the Magdalena prop-

erty and has been worked for years.
It was abandoned early last spring by
its owner, who thought that the prop-

erty had been worked out. Last April
representatives of the Ozark Zina Ox-

ide Company, of Joplin, Missouri, pur-

chased the mine for a song and the for-

mer owner thought that he was get-

ting rid of a white elephant. Since
that time 125,000 tons of zinc ore have
been blocked out. There is yet a body
of ore that is 77 feet in width and
which is said to run at least 1,200 feet
In one direction front the present work-

ings. The property produces at pres-
ent quantities of lead, copper, zinc
and iron in various combination, all
of the produce being shipped to Joplin
to be smelted.

The largest deposits of mica in New
Mexico and probably in the west are
locted 15 miles southwest of Tres
Piedras in what is known as the Crib-benvill- e

district. These deposits have

been worked by mining men at inte-
rval since 1884. At present not much

work is being done on the property as

the owners are not satisfied with the

prevailing prices secured from the syn-

dicate controlling the mica output. It
is reported, however, that these mines

will resume operations shortly as ar-

rangements are being made to market
the product independent of the trust.

Under the superintendency of L. A.

Babcock, the Kelly mine at Kelly, Is

producing from 50 to 75 tons of ore

daily. A force of about 75 men Is on
the pay roll of the company.

With the advent of a railroad or two
in the northwestern section of New
Mexico what are believed to be the
most extensive coal beds in. the world
will be opened up. Since the incor-

poration of several railroads to run to
that part of the territory much
coal land has been filled on and devel-

opment will begin with the building of
the roads. The outcome is awaited
with interest.

The North American Mining Com-

pany of the Lordsburg district in Grant

County, has installed several power
drills, and much work Is being done.
The officers of the company are sorry
that the drills were not put in some
time ago as much more work is ac-

complished by their use.
S. W. Maltbie, of the Boney Min-

ing Company, of the District of Colum-

bia, arrived in Lordsburg last week
to begin active development on a num-

ber of mining claims this company
recently purchased in the Lordsburg
district. A force of men will be put to
work and a large ameunt of work will
be done at once.

Alamogordo again has the gold
fever. Assays of ores have been re-

turned from the discovery recently
made near that city by M. L. Oliver
and Peter Reel which assays run $30
to the ton in gold. On the claim staked
out by these men is an eighteen inch
lead of ore within a few feet of the
surface and it is believed that their
claim will develop into a paying mine.

Richard Woolsey recently returned
to his home at Hillsboro from a trip
to the east, where he went to organize
a company to work hi9 claims situated
in the Placer fields, located near Hills-bor-

favorable conditions on the Stock Ex-

change and partly to the approach of
the end of the year, when manufactur-- I

ers are accustomed to take stock and
count up conditions. In copper there
has been comparatively little interest
taken by domestic buyers, and pur-
chasers for export have also been

light. There has naturally been a

slight recession in prices, but there
does not seem to be a prospect of any
considerable fall.

i Business in tin has been moderate,
and prices have fluctuated about as
usual. In lead only the ordinary con-

sumptive business is being done at the
advanced price. Spelter is compara-

tively quiet, but prices remain firm, as
there is no pressure to sell on the part
of smelters. Prices in the Joplin ore
market continue very high and buyers
are competing for ore.

Silver has been firm, under the in-

fluence of continued demand from the
east. The price has gone above 60

cents for the first time in many
months.

The iron markets arestrong, with
good demand for both raw and fin-

ished material, and advancing prices
are generally in order. In pig iron and
billets especially, spot material is
scarce, and in several of the local mar-

kets premiums are being paid for early
delivery, further advances are ex-

pected in finished materials next week,
when several pool meetings are to be
held.

The western coal markets are gener-

ally in fair shape. Demand for steam
coal is good, and domestic trade has
been stimulated by cold weather.
Transportation conditions are not very
good, and some delay haa been caused
by snow; while In West Virginia and
in parts of Pennsylvania and Ohio

drought haa interferred somewhat with
mining.

In the seaboard bituminous coal
trade conditions continue good. The
demand for steam coal is large, and

apparently consumption in this line
will be heavy throughout the winter.
Here again there is some delay in
transportation.

The anthracite coal trade has re-

ceived an Impetus through thep com-

ing of cold weather, and this condition
promises to last.

The Red Fissure Mining and Milling
Company of the Bromide district in
Taoa County, is planning the erection
of a complete plant of new mining ma-

chinery for the treating of ore pf the
company. The workings have now
reached the 300-fo- level and the prop-

erty has shown some good ore, the
shaft having penetrated about 200 feet
of mineral running from $2 to over
$100 to the ton on assays.

Actual work was somewhat retarded
last week in the Tampa shaft on Tus-a- s

Peak in the Bromide district, caused
by a breakdown in. the machinery. The

Pueblos Claim They Have Secured
Lost Land Titles Commission

to Visit Washington.

The delegation of Pueblo Indians
who recently made a trip to the City
of Mexico for the purpose of looking
up titles to land in the vicinity of their
present holdings and which they claim
to be their property under letters
granted by the king of Spain many
years ago, have returned and report
that their trip was successful and that
they succeeded in securing the covet-
ed documents.

While in the City of Mexico the In-

dians had a conference with President
Diaz and other prominent government
officials who they claim rendered
them valuable assistance in securing
for them documents of land grants un-

der the Guadalupe Hidalgo and other
treaties.

It Is reported that in a short time a

meeting of the different Pueblos will
be held at San Felipe, when a commis-
sion will be appointed to visit Wash-

ington, carrying with it these doc-

uments, which it will lay before the
President.

The Pueblos believe that the United
States government will heed their ap'
peals and restore to them tracts of
land which they claim were unlawfully
appropriated by the white settlers
who have come to the Territory in re
cent years.

SPASM OF VIRTUE
SHORT LIVED

El Paso's Attempt to Enforce the Sun
day Law Has Evidently Been

Given Up.

El Paso, after several weeks of
strict enforcement of the Sunday law;
was again a wide open town on Sunday
last. The Pass City's spasm of vir
tue seems to have quietly faded away,

A week ago one of the saloons re
mained open all day in violation of the
law and the edict of Sheriff Boone
The owner was arrested and the case
taken into the courts, but the jury
failed to agree and this was taken by
the other liquor dispensers in the city
to mean that the Sunday law would
not be enforced.
