There Is ample Moor space
tor tue addition or machinery so that
whenever necesesry the capacity of the
mill can be readily Increased to iiuu tons
per uay.

"The several bulldlugsof this plant are
the cyanide house, Itiul73.tl; the boiler
house 40x23; the eugius room inxM, and
the crushing mil!, "tlx'.iu. All these
buildings are steel aud iron with Corru-
gated Iron roofs, uo wood whatever being
used lu their construction. Besides the
buildings of the mill proper there will be
a machine shop, olllce and several smaller
buildings, plans lor which have not yet
lieeu made.

Johnson, of Denver, who will superin
tend the construction. The work will be
commenced immediately, as the contract
provides ror a scaling down of the con-
tract price for every delay, aud work a ill
have to he pushed vigorously In order to
turn over the building In the three
mouths specified lu the contract.
