THE WARRANT FCNDINQ HILL.

C. B. No. 132, an act to enable counties
and municipalities to refund their matured
and maturing indebtedness, has brought
forth a strong protest from citizens of the
south end of the county and has stirred

up such a lively nest of tax payers in the
city that its provisions are herew ith given
for general information.

The measure authorizes the counties to
refund their outstanding indebtedness an
secure new bonds with semi-annu- inter-
est coupons attached in payment for any
sum so refunded, the new issue of bonds
to run not longer than thirty years and
bear 6 per cent interest. Sec. 2 'stipulates
how and by whom such bonds shall be
issuedj payable when designated on their
face, and that they shall bo nego-
tiable. Sec. 3 makes it the duty
of the probate clerk to keep
tho necessary record. Sec. 4 is
to the cllect that due provision shall
be made by the county authorities to levy
the tax ; that in case of failure to include
such tax in any general levy, then a
special levy shall be made. It also de-

clares nil taxes levied and collected for
this purpose shall constitute a special
fund, and kept separate and distinct from
other accounts for this purpose only, and
if any county officer divert this fund and
use it for other purposes, then he shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and liable to a
fine equal to the amount diverted, and
imprisonment for one year.
