POINTS OF INTEREST,

There are some forty various points of
miore or less historic interest in and about
the ancient city :

The adobe palace stands on the spot |
where the old Spanish palace had heen|
erected shortly after 1605. That ancient
gtructurs was destroyed in 1080 and the
present one was constructed between
1697 and 1716,

The chapel of San Miguel was built be-
tween 1636 and 1080, In the latter years
the Indians destroyed it. Fully restored
in 1711, it had previously, and after 1693,
been the only Spanish chapel in Santa
Fe. It still remaing the oldest church in
use in New Mexico. )

The walls of the old cathedral date in
part from 1622; but the edifice proper i8
from the pnst centary.
Old Fort Marcy was first recognized
and nsed a8 & strategic military point by
the Pueblo Indians when they revolted
against Spanish rule in 1680 anc drove out
the enemy after besieging the city [for
nine days. The American army under
Kearney constructed old Fort Marcy in
1846,

risoned by fwo companies of the 10th
U, 8, infantry, under command of Col.
Snyder, and here at 9 a. m. daily ocours
guard mounting, a feature of military
maneuvering ever of interest to the tourist.
