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At UNM, advising is a systematic process in which professional academic advisors and advisees enter into a dynamic relationship to empower students to reach their maximum educational potential.  Advising is intentional, student-centered, and an integral part of the student experience.

Mission
The mission of Advisement at the University of New Mexico is to provide student-centered support and services that include collaborative strategies that empowers students to excel in their academic and professional aspirations as well as provide students with the opportunity to acquire knowledge and training that foster responsibility for their academic success.


Students are advised by the college of their major.  New students at the University of New Mexico (UNM) start their journey under the direction of an Academic Advisor. Each advisor at UNM is assigned to degree program(s) and has been trained extensively to know all the program requirements.  Advisors are able to assist students through every step they take toward graduation.  The advisement centers are as follows:

Transfer Course Evaluation

You can run a transfer course evaluation on LoboWeb. The report is called LoboTrax. A list of transfer courses and exam credits will appear at the end of the evaluation. Get complete instructions on how to run LoboTrax with this pdf. Or go to StudentInfo to find out more.

Contact your academic advisor to help you run an evaluation or explain which credits will transfer, and which requirements your previous credits satisfy.


Academic Advisement


Academic Advisement is a partnership between you and your advisor. In order to benefit, you must be an active participant in the process. It is your responsibility to know and understand the requirements for your chosen college and degree.

You can expect your advisor to:

· Effectively communicate curriculum, policies, and procedures
· Provide accurate and helpful information and referrals to campus resources
· Encourage and support you as you create an educational plan
· Be accessible
· Maintain confidentiality

You are expected to:

· Come to sessions prepared
· Make regular contact (depending on your needs and college requirements)
· Ask questions
· Organize all important documents
· Complete all assignments or recommendations
· Clarify personal values and goals
· Become knowledgeable about programs, policies, and procedures
· Accept responsibility for decisions

Registration Holds
Academic Holds

You will have an advisement hold your first semester. Once you are in a degree-granting college, you may or may not have academic holds placed on your account every semester. It depends on your college.

The hold is placed on your account to make sure that you meet with your advisor before registering. The advisor will help you keep on track with your course requirements, so meet with your advisor regularly, not just when you have a hold. We recommend that you meet your advisor at the beginning, middle, and end of each semester.

You can’t register for classes until the advisement hold is cleared. So visit your advisor early so you can register. Holds are placed on your account for the next semester around the 11th week of the current semester.

Other Holds

There may also be other types of holds placed on your account such as Admissions, Financial/Bursar’s, and Athletic. An Orientation hold will be placed on your account your first semester, and will be automatically removed after you complete this online orientation (TNT Click).

Hold Status

Check your hold status on LoboWeb frequently each semester to make sure you have satisfied any hold requirements before it’s time to register. Look for emails from your college advisement center or from University Advisement Center if you have not yet been admitted to your degree-granting college.

To get to LoboWeb and check your hold status:

Go to http://my.unm.edu.
Sign in using your NetID and password.
Then click on the Student Life tab.
You’ll see the link to LoboWeb.
In LoboWeb, go to Registration & Records to view holds.

Course Placement
Your advisor will help you determine which classes you should take. But there are also placement tests that can be very useful.

Math and English

Which Math or English class level is best for you? Compass exams can help you find out. While they’re not required, they can be very helpful, especially if you feel you’re being placed at the wrong level.

Compass Exams

· Are not required.
· Are not timed; come prepared to spend at least 30 minutes per exam.
· Can only be taken one time each.
· Results are final, even if placement is lower than expected.
· Cost $3.00 each.
· Once you take a Compass Exam, you will have to take the class you test into.

In addition to the Compass Exam, the Math Department developed a Self-Assessment Test to enable you to get a better idea of which math class is appropriate for your skill level.

If your intended Major is in engineering, physics, computer science or math, take the Compass Trigonometry Exam.

Math 5-Year Rule

We want you to succeed in the math classes you take. Sometimes after a few years, even if you did well in math in the past, you might have forgotten what you learned. That’s why Mathematics or Statistics course work dating back more than five years cannot automatically be counted as fulfillment of a prerequisite.

But don’t worry. You can take a Math Compass exam to assess your current level. For example, if you took Math 120 five or more years ago and now need to take Math 121 for your degree, you will have to take the Math Compass exam to make sure you remember enough of the material to be prepared for Math 121.

On the other hand, if you have already fulfilled the number of credit hours needed for your degree and those credits transferred over, you don’t need to take a math compass exam or retake a math class.

Core Curriculum

The University adopted a revised Core Curriculum as of Fall 2003 which all undergraduate students must complete as part of their baccalaureate program. The Core consists of several groups of courses designed to enhance each student’s academic capabilities. Its goal is to give all students at the University a grounding in the broad knowledge and intellectual values obtained in a liberal arts education and to assure that graduates have a shared academic experience. The required courses encourage intellectual development in seven areas of study: writing and communication, social and behavioral sciences, mathematical reasoning, scientific methods in the physical and natural sciences, the humanities, the fine arts, and languages. The Core consists of lower-division courses which develop these skills and abilities, and students are strongly encouraged to complete the Core early in their college careers. Individual student substitutions should be minimal and are discouraged. Except where noted (see "Alternative Credit Options" in the Admissions section of this Catalog), students may apply AP or CLEP credit to the Core requirements.

Departments and colleges may restrict student choices within the Core to meet departmental and college degree requirements. A grade of "C" (not "C-") is required in all courses used to fulfill the requirements of the Core Curriculum. Courses taken CR/NC can be applied to the core, subject to general University and individual college and department regulations on the number of credit hours that can be taken CR/NC and the applicability of courses taken CR/NC to the individual degree.

The University recognizes, however, that the highly structured nature of many degree programs and the presence of numerous transfer and non-traditional students requires flexibility on its part. Transfer and re-entering students receive advising in the college and department to which they are admitted in order to establish an appropriate program which meets their needs and the aims of the Core. Where degree program requirements are so structured that a student’s total academic program credit hours would be increased by taking a Core course in a particular Core area, a department may approve a blanket substitution of a course in a particular Core area for all students pursuing an undergraduate degree in that particular program. Approval of substitutions or exceptions is handled on a department and college basis.

The basic Core Curriculum requires approximately 37 credit hours of courses in seven areas of study. Which are:

· Writing and Speaking
· Math
· Physical & Natural Sciences
· Social and Behavioral Sciences
· Humanities
· Foreign Language
· Fine Arts
· Look at the Core Curriculum Worksheet to see the requirements.

Academic Standing
Academic standing is based on a student’s Grade Point Average (GPA) for courses taken at UNM.  Grades earned in courses taken at other institutions are not calculated into UNM’s GPA.  Students are in good standing with the University with a 2.0 or higher GPA.  However individual colleges may have a higher minimum standard.  Students may risk being placed on probation or suspension if they fail to meet the minimum standard.


LoboAchieve
LoboAchieve CONNECT facilitates meaningful contact between students their advisors, their instructors, and tutors. The system encourages students to engage more deeply in their academic lives by connecting them to the people and resources in place to help them succeed.
LoboAchieve EARLY ALERT is an early support system to support student success at UNM. An Academic Status Report will be sent to instructors at the 5, 8 and 12 weeks. Flags can be raised by instructors to let students know that they may need additional support in the class. Students will then be connected to the appropriate individual who can assist with their flag. In addition, instructors can raise kudos to congratulate students on their academic success. Starfish flags and kudos are simply notifications, they do not indicate grades and are not permanent records.
· Benefits for students using LoboAchieve:
· Students will know who is their academic advisor.
· Students will see selected advising notes from their advisor.
· Know immediately when the institution has a concern about their academic performance and which support services are available to them.
· Schedule appointments online to meet with their advisor, tutor, instructor, or anyone else at the institution who is in their network.
· Receive notifications from the institution in a variety of convenient methods.
· Get motivated as a result of receiving positive, encouraging messages from instructors and others in their success network.


Catalog

The University Catalog is your guide to the programs and regulations at the University. It will give you a summary of degree programs and courses. The catalog will also inform you about the academic requirements for graduation. It is your responsibility to be familiar with its contents.

The University Catalog is published on-line. It contains important information for students such as policies, program information and requirements, and course descriptions.

Schedule of Classes

Each semester the schedule of classes will show you what courses are available. It lists the class description, instructor, locations and times. By looking at the schedule of classes, you can plan your own schedule.

In order to register for classes, you need to have a NetID and password so you can enter LoboWeb. But anyone can look at the schedule. Other information, such as the semester calendar, is also available here under Semester Dates.

The online class schedule is searchable. Once there, you will need to select the semester you want to search. Then you can choose a subject, course number, time, instructor or other search criteria.

Clicking the title of the class will take you to more detailed information, including a listing of prerequisites, if any.

How to Register

Go to LoboWeb to register. You access LoboWeb through my.unm.edu. You’ll need your NetID and password to get into the system.

The online registration will give you access to class descriptions and will show you if seats are available for a particular class. It is the same as the schedule we looked at earlier, but here you can actually choose your classes and sign up.

Make sure you know when the registration period begins and ends each semester. Check to make sure you’ve taken care of any holds. Register as soon as you can to ensure you have a seat in popular courses.

Top Ten Tips on registering with LoboWeb

· Access from myUNM (http://my.unm.edu).
· Enable pop ups on your browser.
· A Semester is called a Term.
· Information for all UNM campuses, online, hybrid and Extended University courses is available.
· Always search for classes by subject & campus.
· Search by time-of-day, level, or instructor for more focused information.
· Prerequisites for all 100- and 200- level courses and selected upper-level courses are enforced.
· Co-requisites for all courses are also enforced.
· You won’t be allowed to register for classes that overlap in time.
· You can’t register for more than one section of the same course.

Student Record Policy

Your student records are private and confidential. Student records include your class schedule, advisement records, financial aid file, transcript, and bills.

FERPA is the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act. It is a Federal law that protects the privacy of students’ educational records. This means that only you can access your records, unless you give someone else permission.

If you want your spouse, domestic partner, parent, or significant other to have access to your records you must sign a proxy form and turn it in to the Records Office. That way others can have access to your records and act on your behalf.

If you give someone access, you can decide which kinds of records you want to share. That can be financial information, grades or other information. You might want to have your parents take care of tuition payments online, or be able to see your academic record. It’s up to you.
