1. I reside at 9623 Avenida de la Luna, NE, Albuquerque, New 

Mexico, which is not within the area claimed by the Pueblo of 

Sandia in this lawsuit. 

2. My main leisure activity is hiking in the solitude of the 

Sandia Mountains, for relaxation and general enjoyment of the 

unspoiled wilderness area. 

3. I particularly enjoy the areas of these trails which are 

within the Sandia Mountain Wilderness. 
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4 .  I frequently hike the Piedra Lisa and La Luz Trails, both 

of which are within the area claimed by the Pueblo of Sandia. 

5 .  In my opinion, the United States Forest Service has done 

a superb job of managing the Sandia National Wilderness, protecting 

its natural attributes while also allowing it to be accessible to 

all citizens--including both the general public and members of the 

Pueblo of Sandia. 

6. It is of the utmost importance to me that the entire 

Cibola National Forest and Sandia Wilderness remain open to all 

citizens, and that it never be developed for uses other than those 

presently enjoyed by these citizens. 

7. It is my opinion that there is nothing to be gained by 

changing Forest Service ownership or management of the areas of the 

Cibola National Forest and Sandia National Wilderness which are 

presently claimed by the Pueblo of Sandia. If the area were no 

longer owned and managed by the Forest Service, I am concerned that 

access to it by hikers and wilderness lovers such as myself would 

be precluded.
