THE CHAMA TRIP

The »u Alpha Nu ficld trip for Sundey, March 7th woa into the
Choms country north of Sants Fe¢. Six corloeds of individuels mnde the
trip on nn unusuolly fine sprinr day. Becousc part of the group wishe
ed to start carlv, a ruin known as Tc'ewl or Cottonwood Gep located
sbout ten milce north of Espanola was chosen as the meetine plncc. This
sdobe ruin wos built in two rectanpular shaped quadrengles, with a cone
necting row of rooms in between; resuvlting in a spcetacle-ghapcd mound.
Kivas arc seettercd in and about the quadranples. Biscult ware was the
prcdominste type of pottery at this site, however, s few pleces of
glazed wnre were found.

“he second site visited is known as Sepewe, and is belicved to be
thc 1-rrest ndote rmin in lLew i.exico. It is located off of thec Arin
Chame hichwev on the E1l Lito road. 1The ruin consists of many large
rectonpuler mornis or quadranglis. Biscult ware was cgain the most
conspicuous tvpe of pottery.

Aftcr 2 halt for lunch and = little recreation, the cernvan cone
tinued its journey northward. A brisf stop was made at Senta lose de
Lim~, on old mission loccted on the west honk of the Choma near Ablquiu,.
Fasein- throv-k the queaint, historic settlemcnt of Abiquiu, we proccded
up tro¢ hichwar vnoil th: Canvoncs Creek was rcached. fThen, leaving the
main road, we travilled weet akbout ninc miles, passing throush the small
villare of Zmnvence. Cur destination, in thie case, was thc Conyones
ruin which is lccnted on the top of o high mountoin ridege. This ruin
is well worth the strugrle up th¢ mountzin that is necessary in order
to ro~ch it. The sitc is mads up of a community structurc of marsonry
tlocks, snall cavete dwellincs and nimerous kivas - some cut in the
livins roek. «ive ~nd Eiscuit werce werc found here.
