Later he was Dcan of the College of Arts and Sclences
until 1921 when he bccame acting president of the University,
He has done work in Southern Utah and Northern Arizona, inves-
tigating cliff dweller ruins, He directed a Natlonal Geograph-
ic expedition in Mexico in 1924-25, He was a member of the
Board of Education and State Park Commission in Utah, and be-
longed to the Tucson Chamber of Commerce, He 1s now a member
of A.A.A.S., the American Anthropologic Association, Utah Aca-
demy of Sciences and several honorary fraternities, The Amer-
ican Anthropologist, National Geographic, and Science Monthly
print his contributions on archaeological topics. His home is
in Tueson, Arizona,

Survey Completed

The survey of the Rio Puerco Humming Bird Site has been
completed by three members of Tiwa, A large map of the unex-
cavated ruin is being prepared for the departmental rceords.

There has bcen some pot hunting done in the site, but not
enough to destroy any of the culture sequence., Portions of
two rooms which had been excavated prior to the survey had been
damaged to some extent.

The ruin seems to have been laid out in & double plaza
plan, there being one upper and one lower plaza. The lower
plaza appears to be the more recent as 1t has not been bullt
up more than one story, The upper pl&zs appears, by the amount
of debrils present, to have been two, and possibly three, storiecc
high,

Because the site 1s located between the Rio Grande and
Chaco excavation might prove to be of considerable interest.

Sunday morning the dig claimed a manly crew who set to
work on the sub-structure uncovered last surmmer 1n the strat
trench, After the brush and top dirt had been cleared away,
a very neat circular structure put in its appearance. The
pottery sequence and strat level seem to indicate this as a
BM III dwelling. A burial was unearthed -- and retalned in
numerous sacks -~ from one sige of the room, Several post
holes, ranging in size, around the sides were also dug out,
and thé entire room carefully photographed, measured and re-
corded.

Fine weather was dominant throughout the week-end, Visits
were made by some to Mesa Fajada, Shabikischee, and nearby
Chetro Ketl and Bonito. Most of us renewed our acquaintance
wlth the Colonel over at the Post, Food was plentiful, and
K.P. duties performed in the approved manncr,

noon. The rest of us arrived back in Albuquerque some time
Monday, with the exception of Lehmer, Scanlan, and Mig Bliss
who trailled in Tuesday morning.
