TI-IE UGLINESS AROUND US

. . . BILLBOARD DEPARTMENT

Th e oblitera tion of our " Land of Enchantment"
continues. More and still more highwa y billboards
sprout with each new seaso n. Yet no improvement in
visuall y appealing or even acceptable graphics is evi­
dent. The stark bea uty of our arid lowlands is less
and less visibl e to the tourist ; soon billboards will ob­
scu re even the highest mountains. Thi s want on dese­
cra tion must be sto pped.

We have not changed our opinion that billboards
do serve a function for the stranger in our stat e. They
do inform the traveler of the services which the forth­
coming town has to offer- but they perform thi s ser­
vice at the expense of the tourist 's visual sensibilities.

It seems to us that a reasonable substitute must be
offered. We sugges t a well-planned and well-designed
booklet which offers the billboard advertiser space
to present his war es or services to a prospective tourist.
Thi s booklet might be spo nsored by the state Depart.
ment of Developm ent and contracted out to a private
advertising agency for pr omotion and publicati on. It

would then be distributed free at our port s of entry ,
by the national automobile clubs, and at restaurants
and motels within the sta te. Such a booklet could give
information to tourists on topi cs like scenic routes,
histori cal landmarks, campgrounds, dat es and loca­
tions of fiesta s, Indian dan ces and rodeos. Th e cost of
the publicati on would be covered by the space sold to
the present bu yers of billboard space. The tourist, on
the other hand , would be able to refer to thi booklet
frequ entl y as he passed through the sta te and he would
al so be abl e actually to see our enchanting land scap e.
Furthermore, the new knowl edge of interestin g places
and events within Jew Mexico might persuade him to
spend an extra day or two here.

We believe that the end result of the blighting
spread of billboards eventually will be the public's
violent reaction. Thi s may well result in the complete
banning of billboards, fir st on new inter-state highwa ys
and finall y on all state roads. But we may have to
wait for this until the billboard mess has become so
blatant as to obscure the landscap e completely . A
more positive and a more immediate solution might be
the substitute which we have ju st sugges ted.

We realize that the billboard owners will oppose
an y restrictions upon their industry. They have alwa ys
resisted attempts to zone billboards or contro l their
size or format. lt seems obvious that the indu stry will
not improve itself but will instead attempt to ga in its
ends by continued influencing of the legislature. But
does an indu stry serve the needs of hum an ity when it
imp oses itself up on us in such loud , ga rish and ugl y
ways ?

Th e time IS fast approachin g when an y defense
that pr ovid ers of billboards might make to perp etuate
themselves will fall upon the deafest of ears. The
lobb y will ulti mately be defeated.

In the past we have defended the need for some
of the inf ormation which the billboard does present.
On occasion we have found a motel or a cafe as a
result of a billboard outsid e of a community. We do
not mind a few billboards as we approa ch a town but
we do not like an entire landscap e marred and scarred
by ga rish billboard gra phics. Nor is there any place
at all for the ubiquitous boor ; the liquor , cigarette or
automobile ads that desecrat e our highways from coas t
to coast. A well-d esigned booklet would pr ovide all
of the information about local establishments that is
necessary and in a mor e convenient form.

lt must also be stressed that an improved port- of.
en try system would be a necessary part of this idea.
But this in itself (an improved port -of-entry system )
could be of immense benefit to the state in any case.
Tourists could be welcomed with a cup of coffee at a
comfor table spot just inside the state line. Th ey could
be warned of the effects of high altitudes upon their
sea level reactions before they pr oceeded al ong our
highways. Th e booklet described ab ove would also be
a part of thi s welcome. And ju st think of the reaction
of an American tourist when he is infor med that he is
ab out to experience a sta te whose great na tura l beau ty
is not imp aired by int rusive billboards.

A LIBERAL ARTS CENTER

Sa int Michae l 's Co l lege , Sa nta Fe

The Administrat ion Building is shown to the right of the new Liberal Ar ts Center.

Th e Liberal Art s Cent er is the lat est addition to
the expanding campus. Previous buildings construc ted.
in accordance with the long-range development plan
include the Administration Building, two dormitories,
and a cla ssroom building. Th e master plan was also
pr epared by Philippe Register.

The Liberal Art s Cent er includes two theat ers,
one of which will seat SOH persons, whil e the oth er will
seat 119. Th e larger theater is designed to accomm o­
dat e full- scal e plays and musical s, and will al so serve
as a teaching facility for large classes. The uphol­
stere d sea ts will be equipped with folding tabl et arm s.
The theat er lobby, with its 24-foot high ceiling, has
been design ed with spec ia l lighting to allow for ex­
hibitions of paintings and sculpture .

An ense mble room and a recording room have
been included in the design . A large clear pla stic
bubble will be set into the wall which separates these
two rooms and which will allow the music dir ector to
view the musician s or chorus whil e a recording sess ion
is in progress. The ensemb le room has been designed
to contro l all extraneous noises. A curta in will be

pr ovid ed which can be set at an y positr on in the room
to establish the conditions of reverberation that might
be desired.

Th e Center will al so contain piano practice room s.
a lan guage laborator y, art rooms, and three genera l
purpose classrooms.

The building has two main elements ; the large
core ar ea will be 45 feet high and will conta in the two
theat ers , the stage, and the lobby. Th e lower element,
which surrounds the core, will contain the cla ssrooms,
music department , art rooms, lan guage laborator y, and
the ensemble room.

The lower element will be bri ck veneer to mat ch
the other permanent campus buildings. The high core
is a stee l structure sheathed in precast concrete "T"
beam s. Th e " '1''' beam s will lean inward to form a
truncat ed pyramid. The corne rs where these beam s
meet at the top will be faced with brilliantly colored
ceramic til e from Mexico. A flat arch frames the en­
trance to the out er lobby. Th e building is scheduled
for completion in Sept emb er 1965.
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LIMA, PERU o 0 0 0 0 0 A townscape for pedestrians

and sidewalk cafe lovers .

Old timers from San tiago to Santa Fe a lway s agree
that thcirs is a mighty fine town, but oh for the goo d
old days! In Lima the good old da ys usua ll y mean
the period of the 1700's when the city lorded it ove r
the rest of the continent as the seat of the Spanish vice­
roys. However , at the height of thi s vanished glory, the
city was a small one by pr esent da y standa rds ; the
popu lation was less than 100,000. Even though Lima
is known as the Cit y of Kin gs, it ha s seen one about as
often as it has a rea l rainstorm. In fact, the climate
here has had far mor e to do with the cha racter of the
pla ce than the pr esence or ab sence of monarchs. On ly
12 degr ees south of the equato r, one would expec t a
tr op ical cl imat e, but the temperatu re does not rise a­
bove ~10 0. Th e site of the city is ac tua lly an oas is in
the midst of dessicat ed wasteland , but it's usuall y cov­
ered with what loyal Limenian s re fer to as " Ia perl a
perl ada "-the pearly haze. Humidit y rarel y falls be­
low 80';' and the desert so il when watered will perm it
ga rdens of almost tr opi cal luxuriance. Alth ou gh thi s
haze pr event s the parching and the need for shade
found in othe r arid zones, it g ives the light a so ft dif­
fused qua lit y, which in turn mutes co lors and suppres­
ses shadow contras ts. Thus the recessed And al usian
wind ows and doorways that ap pea r as bla ck maws in
the sparkling sunlight of Spa in or the highland cities
of Peru such as Cuzco, ar e penetrated by the glance of
the passerby because of the ab sence of a curta in of
strong refl ected light and deep sha dow in this overcas t
city . Even thou gh bui lding details and colors a re
flatted here in the manner of London or Edinbu rgh,
Spanish deta il ing and styles have a lwa ys been a part
of Lima's ar chitectural tradition . Even today the folk­
lor e that Lima is a Seville on the Pacifi c persi sts. Tal­
avera til es that sing in the bri ght light of the mountain
towns, merel y look like a bit of cos metic busin ess in
Lima, yet they are used in pr ofu sion to thi s da y by
local a rchitects whose sense of pla ce ma y have been
lost whil e trying to evoke the days of go ld and gra n­
dees for a cli ent who mad e his fortune in fishm eal or
guaiio. It all simply prov es that builder s and bu yer s
of new antiques ar e not limited to consc iously " differ­
ent" places like Carmel and Santa Fe, but can occur
an ywhere architects and client s a re fixated by a rosy
vision of the past.

Anoth er effect on the townscap e induced by the
rainless climate is the genera l flatn ess of the city's
roofs. 1 'ot onl y is pit ch in a roof unn ecessary, but as
'h e harriada builders have amply demonstrated , it' s
possib le to gain shelter with merely four walls and
110 roof at al l. Without visib le roofs, eaves, over ha ngs,
or rainspouts, many of the bui lding groups reso lve

themselves int o a cubistic co mpos itron. Thi s plastic
qualit y is best seen in the stree tsca pe of the old colon­
ial city . In the Cit y of the Vicer oys the building Ia­
cades form a solid wall on each side of the narrow
rectilinear stree ts. Th e only projection fr om the wall ­
planes is an occas iona l row of shutte red ba lconi es
known as " miradors:" As Sacheverell Sitwell says in
" Colden Door atul Mirador" . . . "Such wooden hal ­
conies ar e the ar chit ectura l feature of Lima , ... It
is odd indeed to look out through those pierced ja lous­
ies that have their on ly para llel in the grilles of nun's
choirs in Spa in, Portugal , and Southern Ita ly."

Th e traditional unifor mit y of build ing height s
f two stories) ga ve the stree ts of Old Lima a corr ido r­
like int imacy. At regul a r inter vals thi s conditio n was
beaut ifull y re lieved by a number of church plazas.
Th ese ran ged in size from the bl ock squa re Plaza de
Arm as, ci ted by man y as the finest squa re in Latin
Ameri ca , to the small plazuelas which sometimes were
no more than a thirty or forty foot setback for a
church. Th e churches themselves offer a contrast in
volume and sca le to the rigidl y rectangul ar blocks of
private buildings in that they ar e composed of cy lin­
ders, cones, a rches, hemi spheres, and soa ring bell tow­
ers . Th ese churches al so added punctuation to the field
of vision by their vertica l dominance over the oth er
huilding masses. (see sketch pa ge 15.)

The harmonio us urban compos ition that was Lima
in its "golden age" had still ano ther dimension to its
human sca le. Depth and penetration of the wall ed
passages that were Lima 's pedestrian tr affi cwa ys were
pr ovid ed by the ar ched town house entrances. Th e en­
trances often opened onto patios and bal coni es of gr eat
cha rm. Man y are still so compe ll ing that they seem to
issue a command of "eyes right" to the pedestrian, thu s
resc uing him from the tunnel vision that the unbroken
vertical pl an es of the stra ight ahead vista would in­
flict. All thi s adds up to a visual rh ythm of void s
observed from their framed points of penetration on
the sides of parallel flat planes until the whole se­
qu ence is culmina ted or brok en by a plazuela . Th e
tight stree ts of Lima teem with tr affi c, vendor, side­
walk stands, and pedestrians even today and the his­
torians assure us that the bustl e was even greater in
the da ys when there was more of a resid ent population
in the center. Th en as now, th e plazuelas functioned
as foil s to tbe busyness of the stree ts by offer ing a qui et
enclosure or outdoor room to come into out of the
streets' surge and noise. Enclosure, ameni ty, and focus
wer e three essentia ls of a successful citysca pe that they
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The miradors of Lima.

and the pati os contr ibuted. Perhap s the best descrip­
tion of these qualities is found in " To umscape," where
author Gordon Culle n defines enclosure as " the polar­
ity of legs and wheels. It is the basic unit of the pre­
cintual pattern; out side the noise and speed of imp er­
sonal communication which comes and goes but is not
of any place. Inside ar e the qui etness and hum an scale
of the square, qu ad , or cour tyard. Thi s is the end
product of traffic; this is the place to which tra ffic
br ings you. Withou t enclos ure, traffi c becomes non-

"sense.

The continued eros ion of these urb an qualiti es by
the imp ositi on of ever incr easing volumes of motor
vehicles on the old narrow stree t has of course long
since passed the point of becomi ng nonsensical - it's
downright unlivable. Officia l thinking on th is mess ,
however , is beco ming sti ll more nonsensica l. As evi­
dence there is the recen t proposa l by a gaggle of ex­
perts from the Transport Department which would re­
move public trailsportation from the stree ts of the
center but continue to permit private cars and tru cks!

However, Lima has not yet forsaken the pedestr ian
entirely for it has the Jiron Union, one of the worl d's
grea t urban avenues still preserved from the inroads
of heavy motor traffi c. Running through the center
of the old city, it's a shoppers stree t on the or der of
the Kalv erstradt in Amsterdam, the Calle Florida in
Buenos Aires, or perhaps even a larger and livelier
ve rs ion of Sa n Fran cisco's Maiden Lane. Th e Jiron

Union is not a uni fied mall designed for beauty, its
arc hi tecture is undistin gui shed, (even Sea rs is fr owzy
here) and if amenities ar e desired they're best found in
the Plaza de Armas or the Plaza San Martin at either
end of the stree l. Th e real attraction of the street is
its openness to humanity. Here both begga rs and bel­
dames stro ll, stare, cha t, eat ice cream cones at 4 cents
each, and can bu y an ythin g from Inca cups to Amer­
ican deodor ant sticks without hazard or nui sance from
the internal combustio n eng ine which is relegat ed to
other streets during the principa l shop ping hours.

In this writ er 's opinion it's far supe rior to a color
schemed, air conditioned, shiny, new suburban shop­
ping center in that it is part of the grea t centra l pre­
cinct. It doesn 't huddle in the center of a parking lot,
hut is within easy walking distance of man y other in­
teres ting places. It's unashamedl y urban ; there are no
potted shru bs, muzak, or fri endly an noun cements on the
pub lic address system abo ut thi s week's special ba rgains.
It 's commercial, but not crass; int ere ting, but not con­
trived, cosmopo litan, but still very, very Peru vian.
J iron Union is where traditional Lima has put on
twenti eth century dr ess, but left her car in the garage.

Prescott wrote that Lima was " the fairest gem on
the sho res of the Pacific." Like other for mer centers
of em pire, Lima may no longer be as fa ir, but let's
hope that she hangs on to her inh er itance of grac ious­
ness and hahitability a bit longer.

A handsome and efficient kitchen has been nam ed
winner of General Electri c's national kitchen design
competition.

The prize winning kitchen is a square shape with
three of the sides tailor ed for specific fun ctions
which ar e food preparation and storage, cooking, and
clean-up.

Each of the sides opens abov e work centers onto
other ar eas and the kitchen is integrated into the hou se
so that it is adjacent to laundry area, living room ,
dining room and very near the dining patio.

Th e kit chen was designed by an architectura l de­
signer with the coincidenta l name of Robert Kitchen
of anta Fe, New Mexico. His entry was nam ed best
by a panel of judges who analyzed entr ies from all
parts of the country .

Th e judges complimented the design for its com­
pactn ess and its relati onship to other livin g ar eas of
the house in "an unu sual and interesting way," and for
the fact that a housewife could tak e one step from an y
positi on in the kitchen and be in front of an y appli­
ance or work area. Th ey pointed out that it offered
unu sually good traffic patterns and could be con­
tra cted or expanded to meet various archit ectural de­
signs for a var iety of types of hou ses.

The design of the new Lincoln County Courthouse
involved the razing of the or iginal structure, the re­
modeling of an annex built in 1940, and the construc­
tion of new facilities. Th e work is to be reali zed in
such equence that no temp orary offices will be re­
quired. When the new building is fini shed, offices
form erl y in the ann ex will be transferred to it ; when
the ann ex has been remodeled, offices from the old
courtho use will be moved int o it. Th en the original
building will be demoli shed. Th e site occupied by the
old struc ture will become a public park until it is
needed for possibl e future ex pansion. Such flexibility
of plan and movement was necessarily accomplished
by an asymmetrical grouping of one-stor y elements
around the remod eled two-stor y ann ex. It is ex pected
that an y future additions will enhance the imp ortance
of the central vertical core.

The existing Courth ouse Annex is to be enveloped
by a metal screen with strong vertical elements of de­
sign. In addition to emphas izing its vertica l mass and
to frankl y hiding the or igina l elevati ons, this screen
will offer an interestin g contra t to the stone masonry

of the new construction. Th e screen is also to be re­
peated in cer tain other areas of the new building.

Except for the founta in on the highway side of the
building, no attem pt was made to estab lish a "front"
elevation. Th ere is no one main entra nce as entry is
readily gained from any street.

In designing the new courthouse, the ar chit ects
att empted to create a build ing which would reflect the
architectural and ph ysical cha racter of the ar ea. Car­
r izozo is a small, relativel y new, frontier-type com­
munity set on the edge of a vast and spectacularly
beautifu l desert valley. Th erefore, neith er the ancient
puebl o nor a glass cube seemed to meet the demands of
the locati on.

Th e columns and the waffl e roof slabs of the new
concrete structure will be cast in pla ce. Exteri or wall s
will be veneered with Corona stone, and the facia will
be pre cas t aggregat e pa nels. Th e waffl e roof slab will
be exposed on the interi or. Floor will be terrazzo or
concrete, and the building will be conditioned by hot
or chilled water.

Leonard G. Haeger. A lA , HO ING DESI Gi\' FOR
PROD CT IOl\. Lumber Dealers Research Council ,
Washingl on, D. C, .., 1.50.

The hop e of thi s recentl y pu blished paper -bound
book, as sta ted by its au thor, is : " That many bu ilder
read er s will be encourage d 10 produce well desig ned
houses, no t on ly because the bui lder can expect them
to sell more readi ly and thus return more do llars
qui ck ly to the pockets of the bu ilder s, but a lso because
bui lder s have an obligation to improve our neighbor­
hoods and the invent or y of housing in America ."

Th e author sta tes thaI he has no intention of
making design er s of his read er s, but rather, he wishes
to mak e the read er mor e discriminating in his cho ice
of design . Certain ly, the need for improved house
design is evident to an y observer of the current hous­
ing development s which have been constructed through­
out Tew Mexico. However , I doubt that thi s book is
eithe r for ceful eno ugh or convinc ing eno ugh to ma­
teri all y affect these builder s.

The book conta ins a "very modest hi stor y" of the
evolution of the wood fram ed house from the heav y
timber construct ion of the American co lonist thr ough
the inve ntion of the ba lloon frame to curre nt housing
construction practices. Mr. Haeger d iscusses " style"
as op posed to "sty lism", and illu strates their d iffer­
ences by examples in dresses and a utom obi les, as well
as in ho uses. Th e a uthor discusses some ver y import­
ant poin ts and princip les; in simple terms he demon­
strates how to achi eve some balance and harmon y in
th e exter io r design of houses. He expresses the wish
that bui lder s will exerc ise more restra int in the cho ice
of siding materia ls, and that they will cons ider all
elevations of equa l importance in the overa ll design
conce pt. As the autho r points oUI, a ll eleva tions are
visib le to the outs ide world.

In Chapter Seve n, the au thor illustrates some of the
mista kes most frequ ent ly seen in bui lder s design s and
expla ins how 10 avo id them. Th e fina l pages of thi s
too shor t book , (j ust 36 pages ) , p ictur e severa l houses
which the a uthor conside rs 10 have been well design ed.
Unfortunately, the book docs not discuss the in teri or
plan s of houses, and on ly menti ons the interi or
functi ons.

So me improvement in the overa ll housin g scene
co uld be realized if the read er s will bear Mr. Ha eger 's
points in mind. But the real pr obl em of housin g a
vastl y ex panding population with new dynami c land
usc and hou sin g techniques is not menti oned . It is my
opin ion that these problems cannot be so lved by sim­
ply impr oving the facades of the ind ividua l houses
which are then set up on the land according 10 the
ge nera lly accep ted sub-division site pl an .

Th e entire sub-d ivision conce pt which ha s spread
thousands of boxes over thousands of acr es of land,
must be recon sid er ed in the ligh t of popu lati on needs.
Higher densities and incr eased individua l pri vacy are
needed ; and research counc ils such as the one wh ich
commissioned thi s book might do bett er to expend
their effor ts towards entire ly new hou sing conce pts.

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Today, raceways under concrete floors
can be readily designed for maximum
versatility. One method, 'a pyramidal
feed system, that provides adequate
capacity for future utility requirements
as well as changing plant or office lay­

_ ou ts is shown at left.
Fig. 1 Fig. 1 shows the distribution ducts

and the floor inser ts. All inserts for the
service fittings will be flush with the
finished concrete floor. One du ct is for
power, one for telephone wiring. Fig. 2
shows the installa tion in pro gress. The
two-level system allows feeder ducts to
pass under distribution ducts. Fig. 3
shows the placing of conc ret e after
reinforcement and ducts have been
carefully set. Fig. 4 shows a typical
completed installa tion.

In addition to the basic power and
telephone services, many modern
buildings may require additional race­
ways for other uses. These include, for
example, panel board feeders with
voltages up to 600V, low potential
signal services, intercoms, T.V. and
programming. Designers should
estimate future requirements as
generously as possible.
